My studies deal with fundamental questions that arise in scholarship of Jewish biblical interpretation, including questions relating to historical and hermeneutical perspectives, questions of intra-cultural and inter-cultural influence, and methodological studies which address the history and methods of scholarship in the field. My next book, currently near completion, is titled Meaning in the Torah and in the eyes of its readers: Episodes of contention (כוונת התורה וכוונת הקורא בה: פרקי התמודדות). This book examines the history of biblical commentary from a broad historical perspective, beginning in the late Second Temple period and continuing until the present day.  The process of writing this book refined my awareness of the extent to which scholarship of Jewish biblical interpretation has failed to engage phenomenologically with interpretation in general and with the interpretation of authoritative texts in particular. The proposed research group aims to forge a new scholarly path which, to the best of my knowledge, is yet to be explored. Examination of the history of interpretation in two broad corpora that are known with certainty not to have influenced one another consitutes a pioneering endeavour which is likely to shed new light on well-known hermeneutical elements, and to lead to a reevaluation of intra-religious methodological phenomena.
