They wrotewrite a three drafts of a paragraph text in three full drafts (two drafts were mandatorythe third was not mandatory) and were asked to improve the each text draft with using self-estimationfeedback. In this way tThus, they acted proactively and with initiativein the revision process. Previous studies have shown the benefits of this approach, but they focused on the final grades. In tThis study we investigated the process ofimpact of self-assessment on improvement improving aspects of of writing (content, structure, and language) in order to describe its characteristics onand how this process differs among writers of different skill levels of writers. 38 Thirty-eight students participated in the study as part of a college writing course in college. The findings showed that there was a significant improvement in in both the second and the third drafts. However, the improvement varied in accordance with the level of writing. The low-level medium level group corrected the content both in the second and third drafts. In contrast,, whereas the high-level group corrected mainly grammar in the second draftthe text mainly with grammar. The conclusion was that low and medium -level writers built revise the content through in many subsequent drafts, while high-level writers tend to complete it content in the first draft and correct the language in revisions.
