Clinical supervision for therapists is considered to be essential for the effectiveness of therapeutic work and has been found to be significant for the development of therapists’ professional identity and skills throughout their career. Clinical supervision for creative arts therapists often employs a variety of art-based techniques. Using these techniques in the context of supervision enables a thorough understanding of clients, and of of the therapeutic relationship, and of ,how to best support each client. It will focus on an art-based approach to supervision, namely the “One Canvas” model, also known as ) EDPP (El Duende One-Canvas Process Painting). This study uses participatory action research with a mixed methods design and will examine around thirty-five experienced creative arts therapists.  Participants will receive 12 weeks of supervision that follows the "Once Canvas" model. A questionnaire will be used to examine their experiences before, during, and after the supervision, and semi-structured interviews with approximately 15 participants will be conducted following the 12 weeks of supervision. )The following questions will be explored: (a) Does art-based supervision through the One Canvas model contribute to the creative arts therapist’s’ work? (b) Does art-based supervision through the One Canvas model influence the development of creative arts therapists’ professional identity? (c) What characterizes creative arts therapists’ subjective experiences of the One Canvas model? Regarding the second question, it can be hypothesized that this supervision will influence the development of the participants’ professional identity as creative arts therapists. The third research question is based on the qualitative paradigm and aims to learn about the therapists’ personal experiences as well as their professional insights based on this approach to supervision.
