Consistent use of terminology
1. The terms ‘youth’ and ‘adolescent(s)’ appear very frequently in the manuscript, and it is my understanding that they essentially mean the same thing. I tried to use ‘youth’ mostly as a plural (mass) noun, referring to the sector of young people in the society, and adolescent/s when referring to a single person or a group of individuals.  
2. The terminology for the different types of violence is not entirely consistent. The term used in the tables is ‘serious physical violence’, and I have mostly used this term when referring to the current study. However, throughout the manuscript, the ‘non-political’ violence is called traditional violence, regular violence, and general violence. I suggest choosing the best term to describe the ‘non-political’ violence and use it consistently. 
3. Is the ‘social control theory’ the same as the ‘social bond theory’?
4. The terms ‘socioeconomic’, ‘economic’, and ‘family income’ are used. If they all refer to the same variable it would be best to select one.
