	Promoting nature reserves and national parks together with the Nature and Parks Authority (NPA)
	1. We helped update the plan for the Avtach Marine Reserve, focusing on the plan to promote artificial reefs for fishing outside the reserve.
2. We held a workshop for the regional committee on the Poleg Marine Reserve.
3. We prepared an illustrated booklet for Caesarea National Park[footnoteRef:1]. [1:  https://bit.ly/3660YX8 ] 

4. We promoted the ‘safe sea’[footnoteRef:2] approach for protected landscapes that are safe for use by beach-goers, by launching a new document on this topic and incorporating ‘safe sea’ principles in the Caesarea National Park plan. [2:  https://bit.ly/3LC5Y6b] 

5. Following our activities, the Minister for Environmental Protection declared her intent to promote the Palmachim Disturbance Nature Reserve.
6. We spearheaded the launch of a project to promote a master plan for nature reserves in Israel’s economic waters.

	Fishing and protected species
	1. We submitted an appeal demanding that the state be required to effectively enforce the trawler fishing ban near the gas pipeline, to prevent ecological disasters, and install satellite tracking devices on trawler ships. A proposal we wrote on this topic is being forwarded by MK Ram Ben Barak.
2. Following our appeals and a public campaign, the Minister for Environmental Protection declared the golden grouper[footnoteRef:3] a protected natural asset and granted temporary partial protection to the dusky grouper. [3:  https://bit.ly/3sK1vFP] 

3. We wrote and distributed a review document, analysis and recommendations to promote conservation of sharks in Hadera[footnoteRef:4] while preventing negative impacts on humans and ensuring the safety of beach-goers. [4:  https://bit.ly/3L2jMXu] 

4. We appealed to the courts concerning the fishing permits granted by the Fisheries Officer during the reproductive season. The appeals were rejected, but led to the formulation of basic principles of fishing management and protection of the fish resource and natural assets.

	Public activity
	1. On World Ocean Day, we held a public evening event that included screening of the film, ‘Seaspiracy’, and lectures on marine conservation. Over 130 people participated.
2. We held a webinar on ‘safe seas’ and on the deep sea and the need to conserve the Palmachim Disturbance.
3. We initiated and hosted a webinar on nature conservation as part of the Interoffice Committee for the Maritime Space, in collaboration with NPA.
4. Regular ongoing activity is conducted via social media (over 31,000 followers on our Facebook page), lectures to targeted audiences, newsletters, and more. During 2021 we published many articles in the media, including opinion columns, media articles, and even a television item on the removal of the ghost net in the Achziv Nature Reserve.
5. Through our ‘Sea Watch’ hotline, 327 reports were made on the Mediterranean Sea and Eilat[footnoteRef:5], by 220 different reporters. Following the reports, 6 illegal fishing events were resolved by NPA rangers, 6 sea turtle nests were relocated by NPA rangers to protected sites, 3 seagulls in distress were transferred for treatment, 7 heavy waste hazards were cleaned up, and 5 ghost nets were removed from the sea.
