

2021 Summary – Urban Nature Survey Unit, Nature and Environmental Conservation Division
1. Establishing the Center for Nature-based Solutions in the City – holding lectures, tours and workshops, as well as raising public awareness, maintaining the interface for collecting public information and managing the Facebook group for reporting and sharing observations of urban nature.
2. Promoting a network of community urban nature sites as part of a government decision on preparation for the climate and biodiversity crisis.
3. Promoting a section on the importance of urban nature in the strategic plan of the Planning Administration for future promotion.
4. As part of the ‘Around Nature’ call of proposals of the Ministry for Environmental Protection we initiated natural infrastructure surveys, hazard surveys, and policy documents for urban nature in the following centers:

· A natural infrastructure survey was performed in Kfar Kara
· A natural infrastructure survey and hazard survey were initiated in Shoham, Nesher, Kiryat Yam and the Jordan Valley
· A natural infrastructure survey and a hazard survey were initiated in Kfar Yona and Ramat Hasharon; a policy document is planned
· A hazard survey was performed in the Jordan Valley Regional Council; another hazard survey was initiated in Hod Hasharon
· A hazard survey and urban nature policy document were initiated in Petach Tikva, Tirat Carmel, Ramat Gan, South Triangle Municipal Cluster, and Lod
5. Detailed urban nature surveys and planning briefings
· A nature and heritage survey of the Ein Kerem Basin was submitted after comments to the Jerusalem Municipality
· Surveys and schematic runoff management planning programs for Ada Stream and Rechasim were submitted to Arim (urban development company)
· A survey and planning briefing were performed in Yishi Stream near Beit Shemesh and the Narkisim neighborhood in Tzrifin for Urbanof Landscape Architecture
· A nature survey and planning briefing were performed in the Kidron Stream Park for the Dead Sea Drainage Authority
· An aircraft and bird safety consultation was performed for the urban building scheme of the Ariel Sharon Park
· A detailed survey was performed in the Valley of the Cross for the Jerusalem Municipality, and in Tel Arza (Koss Stream)
· A survey of Bee-Eater Hill in Sderot for the Ashkelon District Association, and in Meitar
6. Internal surveys performed for the Nature Conservation Division
· Ein Tzin and Ein Akrabim, Gan Shlomo in Kvutzat Shiller, quarry survey in Judea and Samaria
· Nature Defense Force – a birding park in Ketziyot, Timna Plugot Military Base, and Nachshonim Military Base
7. Incorporating natural infrastructure into a built-up environment
· A survey was performed in the school in Kfar Shalem and in the grounds of the Eretz Israel Museum in Tel Aviv
· Guidance in performing urban nature surveys in schoolyards in Tel Aviv – Ironi Tet and Ironi Sheva
· Guidance at the planting area in Hassan Arafa, consulting for roads in the Tel Aviv 3700 Plan and Ramat Hasharon 1010 Plan for Studio Urbanof Landscape Architecture
· Formulating urban nature policy in the Hamasger – Namir triangle and initial policy in Rova 9 for the Tel Aviv Municipality, and performance of a survey in the Refidim site
