Welfare:
· The Fund donated a total of 8 million NIS to help people involved in paid sex work. Around 1,900 grants will be used for apartment rental, health needs, economic needs, and emergency assistance, while also helping reinforce links between aid organizations and sex workers. Thanks to the grant, there is a new player on the scene: the Be-Atzmi (Heb: “On My Own”) nonprofit social organization, which manages the process for 15 organizations working on the ground, from which aid is transferred to people in the field. · A grant to the Israeli Center on Addiction for a total of around 6 million NIS has been approved for two projects. The first program focuses on reducing the number of teens and young people who consume paid sex services, through educational activities in around 200 schools. Another program aims to reduce visits from heavy users, by expanding therapy and training therapists appropriate for these users’ needs. A Shared Society
The Arab community:
This area is currently undergoing a strategy building process, and therefore there is a currently a focus on two-point B grants. Within this framework, a grant of around a million NIS over three years was given to the Schwartz/Reisman Center (part of the Weizmann Institute), to make high-level science studies accessible to teenagers at the Arabic High School in Lod, with the aim of providing a 5-unit Bagrut (high school diploma) in physics or chemistry. This is to encourage students to develop curiosity and a desire for learning.	Comment by JJ: It's not clear what this is
The Haredi community:
This area is in the process of developing a strategy, and currently promotes secondary projects, mainly around women’s education and employment, creating an academic standard for education, and building upwards mobility for women in employment.
Public Policy
· In a joint initiative with government (the Prime Minister’s Office, and the Foreign and Health Ministries), the Sheba Medical Center, and the JDC, the Fund has assisted in building a field hospital in Ukraine. The partners’ total investment in the project is about 21 million NIS, and the hospital will treat around 100 patients per day.
· This month saw the launch of funding for research into preserving Israel’s identity amid the threat of the Israeli-Palestinian conflict, in collaboration with the INSS, Reichman University, and the Tony Blair Institute.
