In this paper, I show, through examination of detailed quantitative surveys by a recently established police administrative unit of the force over three consecutive years, the evolution of Arab communities’ trust and confidence-related issues. My paper analyzes the findings from these studies, the strategies adopted by the unit to improve police work and strengthen trust in it, the difference in needs identified by Arab population, how their satisfaction with police work has evolved, and indicates additional directions for more effective action.
