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Interpretation of Roentgen Examination
MRI examination of the knee
MRI of left knee
Joint space narrowing in the medial compartment of the knee.
The cartilage is relatively thin, with no deep cartilage defect.
Slight bone marrow edema is visible in the MTC.
The position of the medial meniscus protrudes to the interior more than is usual.
Slight chondromalacia is seen in the lateral aspect of the patellae. Aside from this, the articular cartilage is preserved.
Bone marrow signal is normal.
Lateral meniscus is normal.
Medial meniscus – a vertical tear is visible at the root of the meniscus, contacting the articular surfaces of the upper and lower aspects of the joints. 
There are degenerative changes at the level of the meniscus, but with no rupture.
Discontinuity of the MCL, with a high signal on all sides – evidence of stress.
ACL is relatively thin and depleted, with no evidence of rupture.
LCL, PCL and quadriceps tendon and patellar tendons are normal.
A small amount of intra-articular fluid is visible.
Summary: There are degenerative changes in the medial section of the knee, with a tear at the root of the medial meniscus and signs of stress in the MFC.
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To the patient: This examination is only part of your medical follow-up. Therefore, the test results should be transmitted to your referring physician and family physician as soon as possible. The physician will explain the significance of the results. Continued treatment and follow-up are according to the discretion and decision of the attending physician.
