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B.A. IN ECONOMICS & ACCOUNTING
Head of School: Prof. Yossi Aharoni

The School of Economics and Accounting is part of Ashkelon Academic College’s Faculty of Economics, and grants its graduates a B.A. in Economics and Accounting.

Curriculum Objectives 
The curriculum qualifies students to fill roles in the field of bookkeeping and accounting in the Israeli workplace. Training is based on providing disciplinary background and professional tools in seven main fields: economics, financial accounting, managerial accounting, auditing, management sciences, taxation, and legal aspects.
Our curriculum is built on a broad approach to economics and accounting. The curriculum develops the ability to handle accounting knowledge and ascertain its nature. It emphasizes recent changes in the world of management, business and commerce in Israel while simultaneously taking note of social and technological developments from the perspective of accounting and management.
Syllabus
Courses combine economics and advanced accounting. Students gain practical accounting tools which assist in handling accounting and bookkeeping information while receiving an understanding of the world of economics: the capital market, public finance, micro, macro, funding, and more. The BA in Economics and Accounting is a 3-year program. Graduates wishing to prepare for the Council of Accounting examination require an additional year of study. Successfully passing the Council’s exam qualifies the graduate as a CPA approved by the Institute of Certified Public Accountants in Israel.

Economies are comprised of diverse financial institutions which manage public funds. Among them are banks, investment houses (which handle pension and provident funds), insurance companies, and the stock exchange. Students earning their BA can join the workforce, filling fascinating and rewarding positions as economists, analysts, financial consultants, and managers. Studies equip students with comprehensive professional and current knowledge appropriate to employment in financial institutions and departments of companies. How financial institutions operate, what roles they play in the economy and what limitations are placed on them are examples of issues which are interesting to anyone wishing to develop a career in this field. Knowledge gained in this curriculum assists businesses and managers in taking effective informed decisions.
Syllabus

Curriculum Objectives 
The curriculum combines theory with practical applications, enabling graduates to integrate in the growing field of logistics management in diverse forms: acquisitions management, stock management and distribution management. The curriculum also promotes integration into supply chain management, an innovative field involving the links between a specific organization and other organizations in the marketplace.
Logistics management deals with planning, implementation and control of flow and storage processes for products, services and knowledge as a means of addressing consumer needs. Internationally, economic activities are based on increasing the implementation of logistics systems that create high added value by lowering costs while improving service. This means that a logistics system’s ability to respond suitably to demand is conditioned on activating advanced information and technological systems, and ensuring human resources are appropriately skilled.
Syllabus
The syllabus combines studies in economics with advanced logistics. Students gain practical logistics tools that enable integrating into the current job market. Students also gain an understanding of the world of economics: the capital market, public funding, micro, macro, financing, and more.

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M.A. IN APPLIED ECONOMICS 
Head of School: Prof. Nava Cahana
As higher education develops in Israel and worldwide, government offices, banks, and the finance industry increasingly prefer candidates who hold a Master’s Degree to fill positions in head offices and consultancy. Courses in the MA track focus on central issues related to the Israeli economy, discussing their impact on social policy. These include issues concerning Bituah Leumi, pension funds and their impact on the economy, as well as on social service policies in Israel.
Curriculum Objectives 
The syllabus seeks to equip students with the correct procedures for collecting, organizing and implementing economic information. It also provides the practical tools needed to apply information to behavior prediction and policy evaluation, particularly where it relates to large scale data banks. The syllabus exposes students to central issues in the Israeli economy and their consequences on social policy, with attention paid to the Bituah Leumi system, financial systems, and banking systems.
Syllabus
Studies take a deeper look at theoretical knowledge which assists in presenting empirical findings, and theories from Israel and abroad. Among course materials are practical game tools for solving conflict of interest situations. Students also gain accounting and financing knowledge at a level befitting a senior economist. The range of theoretical electives, which includes courses on public economics, labor economics and industrial organization, combines theories with examples from Israel and worldwide. Based on the theoretical and practical knowledge students gain, they will write a comprehensive seminar paper.

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MASTER’S DEGREE IN SOCIAL WORK (M.S.W.)
Curriculum Objectives 
The curriculum expands social workers’ theoretical, empiric and practical knowledge while providing a broad and critical perspective on the needs of the individual, the family, the community, society, and social services. Focus is placed on enhancing the level of professionalism by developing care skills and a broader, deeper understanding of the types of social and personal problems that a social worker is likely to encounter.
This curriculum expands general professional knowledge and provides students with advanced interventionary capabilities. It aims to promote skilled social workers, provide them with senior status, and train them to drive and activate processes to serve challenging and diverse populations.
The syllabus offers a rich and diverse range of classes: courses in micro fields (care skills); macro fields (management, services and policy); academic skills (qualitative research, the virtual academic world); senior citizens and old age; electives that expand care fields (such as focused care skills), and more.
Syllabus 
The syllabus comprises three compulsory units: seminar and practicum, skills enrichment, elderly individuals and their families; and diverse electives. As part of their studies, students must work (paid or voluntary) as social workers in recognized organizations at least half a day per week: during the first year, in the field of the elderly; and during the second year, in general care.
Additionally, students must participate in practicum and produce a seminar paper, one in the field of elderly issues and the other in advanced care. Both are based on materials surfacing in the field.
Students must submit their final integrative thesis as part of the requirements for earning their degree. This allows the student to prove her or his ability to combine theory and practice, based on the syllabus materials and on content accrued from practical experience.
Studies are conducted over 2 years (4 semesters) based on 1.5 days per week (excluding courses in English language, if necessary).
Continuing on to Year 2 requires completing Year 1 with a minimum average grade of 70.
The conditions for earning the M.S.W. degree are: successful completion of all courses, submission of the seminar paper and practicum courses, and presentation of an integrative thesis.

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B.A. IN PUBLIC HEALTH
Curriculum Objectives 
The curriculum aims to qualify graduates for employment in different roles in the health system, medical industry, research and academic institutions, international organizations, NGOs, and simultaneously promote public health and prevent disease. 
Students learn advanced concepts in research and methodology producing new approaches to public health while simultaneously integrating multidisciplinary knowledge. The BA in Public Health is the basis for gaining knowledge and professional skill in the field, and additionally serves as the preparatory platform for advanced degrees.
The curriculum equips students with the tools needed to integrate into diverse positions focused on improving public health in Israel through high level academic studies and prepares them for practical work in various health institutions during their second and third years of study.
The curriculum may also prove interesting to individuals employed in Israel’s health systems who seek academic education for professional advancement in their field.
Syllabus 
The syllabus comprises introductory courses and theoretical knowledge in various areas of life sciences, core courses from the field of medicine, courses from the field of health systems, and practical experience in various health organizations. The syllabus provides students with knowledge on a wide array of activities in public health and simultaneously develops scientific and critical thinking.
Studies include learning trips which give students an inside look into health issues on the community level, while learning about how these issues are addressed in the field.
Employment opportunities for graduates

BACHELOR OF SCIENCE IN NURSING (B.S.N.)
Curriculum Objectives 
The curriculum provides knowledge and tools needed for providing general nursing care to individuals and families in times of sickness and health. The curriculum develops interpersonal communication skills, critical thinking, and the ability to manage care options and cooperate with colleagues in the health professions.
Qualified nurses attain initial academic abilities for a range of roles. Training is geared to roles in the health system, hospitals, and the community based on broad scientific knowledge of nursing, medicine, society, and behavior. Graduates earn a BSN as well as a Registered Nurse Certificate, subject to their successful completion of government licensing examinations by the Ministry of Health.
Syllabus 
The syllabus combines theoretical and clinical studies. Courses given in nursing, medicine and society during Year 1 form the basis of continued studies and must be successfully completed in order to continue to Year 2. Clinical studies and practical experience begin in the second year and continue alongside theoretical studies. Clinical experience exposes students to clinical fields in various health organizations which provide health services to the public.
Clinical studies are based on the Ministry of Health’s Nursing Administration and are conducted in a wide range of divisions: adult nursing (internal medicine, surgery), women’s issues, pediatrics, community nursing, mental health, emergency medicine, and rehabilitative nursing.
Theoretical studies take place on the Ashkelon Academic College campus. Clinical studies are conducted in various centers, hospitals and community health systems.
The syllabus is taught over a 4-year period of 8 semesters.

These subjects allow professional integration in diverse fields where clinical and community intervention is needed in the sphere of nutrition.

Syllabus 
The syllabus combines introductory courses on natural, behavioral and social sciences with core courses and specialization in diverse fields in clinical and community nutrition. Courses on methodology allow students to gain practical, empiric experience in various fields of nutrition and health. Courses in health information and nutrition literacy promote independence in accessing materials, communication and social networks which promote integrating into community activities, leveraging sources of knowledge, and community counseling. 
The syllabus is taught across 3 years, with an additional year of internship which students complete independently.

M.A. IN CRIMINOLOGY
Curriculum Objectives 
The curriculum expands theoretical and practical knowledge on conceptual, organizational and functional aspects of the criminal justice system, based on knowledge and tools gained in the BA track. The curriculum explores the principles of policy in various systems related to criminal justice, examples of the theories on which these principles are based, policy trends and reforms, and scientific research on the strategies and models implemented in Israel and the Western world.
The MA as approved by the Council for Higher Education also includes forensic perspectives involved in criminal justice such as memory, eye witness reports, facial identification, and psycho-active substances as well as discussions on ethical issues related to these fields.
Syllabus 
The syllabus familiarizes with criminal processes and analyzes their characteristics and implementation. Focus is on the following areas: exploration of policing models and strategies in the Western world, analysis of issues which shape policing policy, police force culture, public stances towards the criminal justice system, mass media and law enforcement, trends in Israeli policing, and the effectiveness of various policing approaches. 
Courses also examine the principles guiding courts of law in Israel and worldwide, and compare various theoretical models of policing, imprisonment and rehabilitation in Israel and other Western countries. The trends and changes at the organizational, social and cultural levels in Israel’s incarceration and rehabilitation systems are also subjected to analysis.
The syllabus includes core courses such as theories of criminology, democracy, and criminal justice; theoretical and practical perspectives on law enforcement processes; comparisons between Israel and the Western world on all matters relating to criminal hearings, the police force and policing, claims and courts of law, and incarceration and rehabilitation systems. 
Studies comprise theoretical and research courses and seminar papers as well as workshops providing practical training in course materials. Towards completion of their studies, students are required to submit a final project in which a specific area of criminal justice in Israel is explored based on a comprehensive theoretical framework. During Year 2, students must integrate into a criminal justice or rehabilitation framework as their practicum.

The syllabus provides up-close experience with the tourism industry in Israel and abroad. Studies are suited to anyone involved in this sphere who seeks expanded his or her knowledge or is interested in entering the field of tourism. 
Studies allow combining courses from an additional discipline: Land of Israel studies, politics and governance, sociology and anthropology, criminology, and psychology. Combining tourism studies with Land of Israel studies is particularly suited to tour guides seeking expanded knowledge in their fields. Up to 30 of the 120 points needed may be accredited to licensed tour guides subject to course materials. 
Employment opportunities 
Graduates can find work in key positions and management roles in the tourism industry. Additional options include work in travel agencies, airlines, tourism sites, the Ministry of Tourism, tourism associations and organizations, teaching, tour guides in authorities such as Society for Preservation of Nature, Parks and Reserves, Antiquities, and more.
