2015	Introduction to Discourse Analysis
About the course: This is a new course at the college, and I was the first to teach it. I developed the course syllabus with reference to the definition of the discourse analysis field, its boundaries, contributions to education, etc. Discourse analysis is a broad and diverse field, with undefined boundaries and with interfaces with linguistic pragmatics. Therefore, I attempted to address the various definitions that attempt to delineate the boundaries of the subject known as discourse analysis. In addition, I addressed key issues in the field, such as interconnectivity and coherence in text, message structure, narrative discourse structure, discourse markers, argumentative discourse, and Tolmin’s model of argument. I made reference to the contribution of discourse analysis to education—discourse analysis is a research field that allows an in-depth examination of change in learning processes and professional development in education in general, and in teacher training colleges in particular. Furthermore, this field may shed light on the ways in which educational activities influence, and are influenced by, context during interactions between participants in educational discourse. It is worth noting that discourse analysis may improve one’s ability to express oneself orally and in writing, since it deals with issues relevant to the field of reading comprehension, such as interconnectivity and coherence in a text. 2015: Contemporary Hebrew Literature by Arab Authors
About the course: Initially, this course was intended for graduate studies in Hebrew language and literature teaching (M. Teach), that is set to commence in the near future at the Al-Qasemi College. I developed the course syllabus with reference to the phenomenon of Hebrew works by Arab authors of contemporary Hebrew literature. The course addresses this phenomenon, the motives underpinning it, its acceptance in Israeli society, and the influence of Arabic on Arab authors of Hebrew literature. I have been teaching a course with similar content since 2015, intended for third-year students of Hebrew language and literature, titled The Hebrew works of Arab and Druze authors in Israel. 2015: Teaching Hebrew to Arabic speakers
About the course: This course is intended for graduate studies in Hebrew language and literature teaching (M. Teach). Of course, teaching Hebrew to Arabic speakers involves difficulties inherent in teaching any foreign language. However, the common linguistic background of the two languages, which both belong to the Semitic language family, and of course their mutual influences and cultural contacts from the Middle Ages to the present day, help assist and facilitate the teaching of Hebrew to Arabic speakers in this course.

2021: Questions of Biblical Language Syntax
About the course: This course is intended for graduate studies in Hebrew language and literature teaching (M. Teach). The course deals with the syntactic characteristics of Biblical Hebrew while emphasizing the connections between a given verse and its broader context. The course also compares the syntactical constructs of Biblical Hebrew with equivalent syntactical structures from other periods to establish the syntactical uniqueness of this period. The aim of the course is to deepen students’ knowledge of the syntactical characteristics of Biblical Hebrew and to provide them with tools to analyse syntactical constructs, while addressing issues of pronoun syntax, noun syntax, verb syntax, word syntax, and sentence syntax.
