Chapter 4: Dark tetrad, cyberaggression, and cyberbullying 
Summary comments
I have reviewed your chapter, focusing on clarity, logic, and structure, as requested.
The topic is both important (in that addresses real-world concerns) and interesting (in that it concerns personality and cyberaggression) and will clearly be of interest to a wide variety of readers including academics, students, and anyone else with an interest in the epidemic of online bullying.
As you can see, I have made many comments throughout the chapter. Some of these address high-level issues (e.g., the organization of the material), some are questions aimed at improving clarity and resolving ambiguity, and others deal with fine details.
In addition to working on the clarity, logic, and arguments of the chapter I have, where necessary, made minor edits to the text. 
The more general concerns I have concern organization, repetition, consistency, focus, and detail. There are specific comments in the manuscript regarding these issues, but I offer a summary here:
1) Organization. The reader has little guidance on what to expect, in terms of structure, and the headings are confusing as they are repeated. By reading the chapter I was able to understand that you first wished to address relevant theory, and then turned to research. I suggest restructuring/renaming the headings such that a quick glance through the headings will reveal the structure. I also suggest adding introductory material giving an overview of the chapter.

2) Repetition. Some points/arguments are made repeatedly throughout the chapter (e.g., characteristics of specific dark triad traits). I certainly see the value in reminding the reader of something from much earlier in the chapter, but where the repetition is in consecutive paragraphs, the second instance can be removed.

3) Consistency. I noticed that terms were not always used consistently throughout (e.g., cyber aggression vs cyberaggression). I also had trouble with *conceptual* consistency, particularly with the relationship between cyberaggression and cyberbullying. Is cyberbullying a subcategory of cyberaggression, or are they separate (or overlapping?) concepts. 

4) Focus: Following on from the last point, given that the chapter opens with a description/definition of cyberaggression, I expected cyberaggression to be the focus of the chapter, but almost all of the chapter refers specifically to cyberbullying. Therefore I wonder whether the chapter should be considered to be about cyberbullying instead. This does not preclude a discussion of cyberaggression as the higher-order construct.

5) Details. Please see the comments for specifics, but there are a number of places where I felt a little lost and needed more explanation to guide me, whilst others had unnecessary details (particularly in the sections on empirical research.

I hope my feedback is useful – please let me know if you need any clarification on any of my comments or suggestions for changes.
