Leket Israel is a nationwide food rescue organization in Israel. The organization's vision is to rescue surplus food in Israel that is nutritious and suitable for consumption and to deliver it to people in need. The organization operates a large logistics center and has over 130 employees and tens of thousands of volunteers. In 2022, the organization rescued about 2 million cooked meals from Israel Defense Force bases, hotels, catering companies, and more. They also collected about 26.5 thousand tons of surplus fresh, high-quality, nutritious vegetables and fruits from farms and packhouses. Each week, the surplus food was delivered to about 234,000 people experiencing food insecurity, via some 265 associations and organizations across Israel. Through a complex logistics system, the rescued food is transported to a centrally-located logistics center where it is sorted and packaged. From there, it is delivered to partner associations and organizations who deliver it to people in need throughout the country. The organization has a quality department that oversees the rescue operation and ensures that the food is nutritious, safe for consumption, and stored in optimal conditions. They also develop a policy to ensure that the surplus food is distributed as equitably as possible. 	Comment by ALE editor: Is this phrase needed? The populations that receive the rescued food do not have regular access to healthy food. Because many of them lack knowledge and awareness of proper nutrition and its effect on health, nutritionists working with the organization offer workshops on healthy nutrition. 


The Nutrition Division of the Israel Ministry of Health
This division focuses on issues related to nutrition among the general (healthy) population and subpopulations among the public who suffer from diseases that necessitate special nutrition. The division’s activities are carried out in cooperation with other entities within the Ministry of Health and outside it. They have a broad perspective on nutrition as an integral aspect in issues pertaining to human health, the environment, society, and the economy.
This division has various functions:

· to develop and implement health promotion programs to improve food security and to prevent and reduce inequalities and gaps in access to nutritious food; 
· to ensure the quality of nutrition for the population through training, human resources, legislative regulations and procedures, and quality indicators based on surveys and inspections; 
· to serve as a professional resource on issues related to food and nutrition, to assess these issues, and to provide media coverage for the general population and for professionals; 
· to conduct health and nutrition status surveys; 
· to collaborate with other government ministries, academia, organizations, associations, medical institutions, and local authorities for the purpose of promoting and implementing their role.
