Main Research Interests and Achievements

· My primary research interest lies in the study of esophageal clinical physiology and its relation to clinical conditions such as gastroesophageal reflux disease (GERD), dysphagia, and other esophageal disorders. My particular focus is on esophageal motility tests, especially the high-resolution esophageal manometry test. To date, I have conducted more than 30 research studies in collaboration with colleagues from Israel and abroad.

In addition, I conduct epidemiological research in the field of gastroenterology in collaboration with the School of Public Health at Tel Aviv University (with Prof. Haitam Mohsen).

· Conduct and lead high-quality epidemiological research in collaboration with researchers at the School of Public Health, Tel Aviv University.

· Initiate a new collaboration in the microbiome field among patients with IBS, partnering with Prof. Omry Koren from the Faculty of Medicine, Bar-Ilan University.

· Further enhance the services of the Motility Unit at Nazareth Hospital, bringing it to a world-class level by assembling a highly qualified team and incorporating modern technologies and measurement systems (e.g., EndoFLIP technology).

· Improve the teaching and educational capabilities of my motility unit and laboratory and establish a national education and teaching center for gastrointestinal motility measurements. The unit serves as a teaching center for gastroenterologists and trainees from the northern part of Israel, enabling them to proficiently perform, analyze, and interpret gastrointestinal motility measurements.

· A major goal for the near future is to continue and intensify my collaboration with the Israeli Gastroenterology Association, the Israeli Neurogastroenterology and Motility Group, the European Neurogastroenterology Society (ESNM), and the United European Gastroenterology Association, to ensure the highest level of training, teaching, education, and research at national and international levels.

· Organize international hands-on workshops in esophageal and rectal high-resolution manometry studies.

· Further intensify academic activities, teaching, and education for medical doctors and medical students from Bar-Ilan University and universities abroad.
