The organization has also continued to promote gender equality, LGBTQIA+ rights, and social justice. Isha L’Isha’s goals include strengthening and expanding the community during the crisis, building capacity to tackle the challenges posed by “regime change” (the Netanyahu government’s judicial reforms) and by the extreme right, reinforcing opposition to the war, and fortifying Jewish-Palestinian feminist solidarity. Isha L’Isha has multiple target audiences (beneficiaries). Its direct and immediate target audiences include: 1. Members of the general public who attend Isha L’Isha’s events – Isha L’Isha is one of the few spaces in Haifa where it is possible to listen to lectures in Hebrew and Arabic on topics related to the war in Gaza and Palestinian-Jewish history, and where members of the community can come together to shape gender perceptions around war and peace. 2. Statusless women. Isha L’Isha runs a project for women without status. Further, the “Gun Free Kitchen Tables” Coalition, which operates under the auspices of Isha L’Isha, is a gun and small arms control initiative that has previously received emergency grants from NIF. During 2024, and in the wake of the events of 10/7, Isha L’Isha has experienced a severe budgetary crisis. This has made it difficult for it to pay staff salaries and support itself over the upcoming months. The crisis has arisen because four of the foundations that were providing ongoing support for Isha L’Isha chose to shift their focus in light of the war in Gaza, and have stopped their funding. Two of these foundations have announced that this year they only intend to support projects that operate directly in Gaza. In addition, income from other sources has fallen, and last year’s crowdfunding strategy is not appropriate during wartime or suitable for Isha L’Isha’s own internal resources. As a result, Isha L’Isha’s income has plummeted by $100,000 during 2024.
Currently, Isha L’Isha is working on a recovery plan. The organization has mobilized additional sources of support and contributions that will fund its work from 2025. Two new funds have already agreed to support Isha L’Isha. The organization is also waiting for a response from a further two funds. However, Isha L’Isha still needs to address its budgetary crisis. To this end, an emergency grant is required to enable it to pay staff salaries immediately.
We recommend that an emergency grant is made to Isha L’Isha, the goal of which is to prevent it from closing and enable it to get back on its feet. This is due to Isha L’Isha’s importance in feminist and leftwing spaces in Israel and also because it is a previous recipient of support from NIF.
Budget
