	Research on foreign workers in the Arab Gulf states has significantly advanced in recent decades. The Indian community, the largest foreign workforce in the region, exerts considerable influence on both the business sector and local government, as well as on the broader society. The interaction between the diverse Indian Islamic traditions and the rigid form of Islam that has characterized Saudi Arabia for centuries has sparked a fascinating academic discourse, while the situation on the ground is highly charged. This study examines the phenomenon of foreign workers in the Gulf through the lens of the largest foreign community in the area and explores this interaction from various perspectives: economic, social, legal, and religious, using diverse and unique sources such as surveys we conducted through the Indian Ministry of Foreign Affairs among workers in the oil fields.
The grant supported the continuation of Dr. Oshrit Birodeker’s doctoral work, which I supervised. My contribution to the research included defining the research topic, focusing on the area of foreign workers in Saudi Arabia, a subject I extensively explored in my own doctoral work. 	This was a collaborative effort involving several research teams, each aiming to innovate within its field by utilizing shared databases. The Information Systems team aimed to create a reciprocal learning system between computers and content experts. The Computer Science team, focusing on natural language processing, sought to train a model where content specialists’ expertise play a crucial role in machine learning. The Middle Eastern studies group, which I led, focused on one of the most intriguing and underexplored Islamic phenomena in the literature on automatic detection, i.e. the automatic detection of Islamic preachers who incite violence. While there is extensive literature on using computers to identify terrorists, no work has specifically focused on jihadist preachers. Our work laid the conceptual groundwork for future researchers to examine the preaching characteristics of jihadist preachers across different platforms such as the dark web, Telegram, Twitter, and YouTube. In other words, we proposed a framework for researching how different platforms influence the way jihadist preachers disseminate their messages.
As the head of the qualitative team, I defined the research topic, led the literature review, facilitated meetings with field experts, established the databases, and guided the tagging process. I also coordinated with computer science researchers to improve the model and system. My personal experience in the field of preaching, and particularly jihadist preaching, stems from the central role it has occupied in the discourse on Saudi preachers for many decades.
Prof. Dov Te’eni from the School of Management at Tel Aviv University served as the project lead and was responsible for the system architecture.
Dr. Inbal Yahav, an NLP expert from Tel Aviv University, worked on creating models based on the tagging and knowledge required to refine the model.

	This study aims to automatically profile the personality traits of social media users. Initial profiling was based on the completion of Big Five and Schwartz personality questionnaires, which were administered to users who agreed to share their Twitter accounts. This data helped train the machine to analyze the relationship between users’ personalities and their writing styles. As it was conducted in Arabic, the study required adapting the questionnaires to the cultural and social nuances of the Arab community. From a qualitative perspective, the research examines personality traits and responses to questions from various demographic groups, such as Druze and Christian Arabs, as well as sociological factors such as ethnicity, tribalism, and rural versus urban settings. The questionnaires were developed with the support of a team of clinical psychologists and Middle Eastern content experts, whom I led, to ensure they were tailored to this society. I also led the qualitative team in discussions with psychologists and the quantitative team in data tagging, research questions related to Middle Eastern studies, and collaboration with content experts and surveyors.
This study led to two additional important studies. The first focuses on identifying the intensity of protests in Iran. This research, which involves content expert Ms. Anna Lis from Bar-Ilan University, whom I supervise, and computer science content expert Ms. Karina Buchman from Tel Aviv University, supervised by Prof. Inbal Yahav and Prof. Amit Bermano from Tel Aviv University. The study analyzes protest videos in Iran and attempts to predict the level of violence in future protests in Iran on a scale of 1–3.
