The state has not offered no alternative planning solutions tailored to Bedouin needs but, instead ignoresignoring their existence in future development plans while constructingbuilding Jewish settlements on their territorieslands.
TheThis project challenges thisthat reality through urban planning interventioninterventions, proposing alternative future scenarios for two selected Bedouin villages in the Negev: the well-known Kuhla (كحلة) and the lesser-known As-Sirha (السرة), both located west of the Bedouin town of Kseifa (كسيفة). It examinesThe project explores the future, current status, and physicalfuture potential of these villages, comparing the differences between a recognized village with a defined "“blue line"” and an unrecognized village without official state recognition. ThisIt raises the question of how aofficial recognition and defined settlement area benefitsboundaries benefit a recognized Bedouin village in the Negev.
The planning offers variousproposes a range of design solutions for the two villages, consideringtaking into account their environment, land ownership claims, culture, traditions, movement patterns, collective needs, and the specific needs of Bedouin women, as well as their future outlook. TheFor As-Sirha, the plan includes proposed residential neighborhoods extending the existing road system, which are divided into plots for potential future construction, along with a shared publicc commercial space,, and a park for all residents. In contrast, the plan for Kuhla plan proposesenvisions residential neighborhoods with established construction areas and private plots for each family, allowing for legal agriculture on undeveloped land, and a central road connecting the village.
Achieving this vision required intimate familiarity with Bedouin life, in-depth studystudies, and a deep understanding of complex family life patterns that are often inaccessible to the public, as well asoutsiders. Additionally, knowledge of land value and distribution among clans and families, which collectively create unique spatial relationships., was crucial. The consequences of plastic pollution are profound and destructive, ranging from harm toharming marine habitats toand causing biological accumulation and damage throughout that damages the entire food chain. In addition to the environmental repercussions, economic damages are also incurred, impactingaffect industries such as tourism, fishing, aquaculture, and government-led marine cleaning efforts. What if this issue could be viewed as an opportunity? How might we harness the concentrations of marine plastic to benefit both humanity and the environment?
Plastic possesses considerable material value due to its relatively low weight, cost-effectiveness, durability, strength, design flexibility, and recyclability. Confronted withWith high population density, there is a growing need to rehabilitate areas with contaminated soilsareas for the benefit of both people and nature, especiallyparticularly those located in areas of ​​high ecological value.ecologically significant zones. However, a lack of awareness, high costs of restoration, lack of costs, insufficient monitoring, oversight, and failure to take responsibility have leftrendered many abandoned industrial and polluted areassites inaccessible to the public. In Israel, there are aroundapproximately 10,000 contaminated sites. A, with a quarter of the most highly polluted sites areareas concentrated in the Haifa-Acre Bay due to the manyextensive industrial uses in the areaactivity since the British Mandate period. One of the most polluted sites is the Prutarom Factory in Acre, which pollutedcontaminated the soil for many years until it was shutbefore its closure in 2005.

Tracing the storyhistory of the water in the Beit Shean Valley has revealed a layer of forgotten history that had disappeared from the eye: water canals that crossedonce traversed the city andbut were sealed towardsoff in the 1980s. These canals were engraved in the memory of the weakened city'shold memories for the city’s veterans, and they maycould be the key to its residents' demandaddressing the residents’ calls for distributive justice.
