Background
During the last month, the social movement Standing Together has been engaged in a campaign against the starvation in Gaza. As part of the campaign, Standing Together has organized ventures to collect food and aid from Arab towns and villages in Israel for the residents of Gaza suffering from starvation. 
The campaign has a number of objectives: firstly, this is a pure humanitarian act to provide urgent aid for the residents of Gaza suffering from hunger, and to date it has succeeded in collecting sufficient aid for more than 450 trucks. Secondly, this is a campaign designed to voice a clear political stance against the starvation in Gaza, in which the Israeli government has played a part. Thirdly, the main objective of the campaign is to dissipate the atmosphere of fear and silence among Israeli Arabs, which has increased since the outbreak of the war due to political oppression. This campaign enables tens of thousands of citizens to act in solidarity with their brothers and sisters in Gaza and against the government without any concern of oppression. Fourthly, both Jews and Arabs participate in the campaign – in the planning, implementation, donations, and volunteer activity; consequently, one of the campaign objectives is to strengthen the partnership between Jews and Arabs in Israel. The very presence of Jews in Arab towns, now of all times, bolsters the trust and partnership between the communities and conveys a message of solidarity to Israeli society as a whole. 
The campaign's target audiences are above all the Arab society in Israel, but also the Jewish population in Israel, and these form part of the campaign beneficiaries, clearly together with the innocent residents of Gaza.

Workplan
As part of the campaign against the starvation, Standing Together has succeeded in raising donations from the Arab population sufficient for between 400–500 aid trucks. This is a much greater volume of aid than was anticipated. Due to this tremendous success, Standing Together is now required to raise funds to enable the transportation of the trucks to Gaza.
This involves a need to raise a sum of NIS 3 million in addition to the NIS 2 million that has already been raised. We respectfully wish to recommend the award of a grant to support this initiative even if it is able to provide minimal assistance.

Budget
Standing Together is raising a budget of approximately USD 700,500, and we kindly ask to recommend the granting of a sum of USD 100 thousand.

The transportation cost for one truck amounts to $3300.
The number of trucks to be sent is approximately four hundred (400).
To date, more than one half of this amount has been raised.

Metrics
Outputs:
· Sending four hundred (400) trucks to Gaza.
· The involvement of additional volunteers from Palestinian society in the campaign.


Outcomes:
· Feeding thousands of inhabitants in Gaza
· Effecting a change in the discourse surrounding the humanitarian crisis in Gaza and the manner in which it is portrayed, as having an adverse effect on innocent civilians, and not serving the interests of security for Israeli citizens. · Generating a change in the political atmosphere among the Palestinian citizens of Israel, for greater involvement to encourage partnership and to express opposition to the government's policies. 


Purpose of the Grant
To provide support for the funding of aid trucks – Standing Together's campaign against starvation in Gaza.
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
