Grant purpose – to support the Hurriya initiative to promote activism and raise public awareness among the Palestinian community in Israel regarding the dangers of the Occupation and the lack of any political horizon.
Background
The Hurriya (“Freedom” in Arabic) initiative was established about two years ago. It emerged out of the Alliance for Israel’s Future, and aims to raise public awareness among the Palestinian community in Israel and among Arab society in general about the dangers and implications of the Occupation for the lives of Palestinians, including their status within Israel, and also regarding the lack of a political horizon for resolving the conflict. Since its establishment, Hurriya has undertaken a wide range of activities and events. These have included educational tours for groups of young people to various areas of the West Bank, and organizing conferences and seminars focused on practical ways to end the Occupation. Further, Hurriya has led humanitarian aid campaigns, such as the rebuilding of Huwara after the arson attacks, and participating in olive harvesting.
Hurriya’s founders are social and political activists, including Attorney Sameh Iraqi (the deputy mayor of Tira), Nasrin Shehadeh, Attorney Riham Nasreh, Fida Nara Tabony (the manager of Shatil in the north), Rasha Kanaan, and the journalists Wael Awad, Jack Khoury, Kholoud Abu Ahmad, and Kholoud Massalha.
Workplan
Hurriya’s goals include creating a movement within Arab society that focuses on the struggle to end the Occupation and promote a political horizon, based on the understanding that this is a prerequisite for improving the status of Palestinians in Israel and protecting their human rights. Hurriya’s direct target audience includes the Palestinian population in Israel, particularly young people. The ultimate beneficiaries are both Palestinian and Israeli societies, which are harmed by the ongoing Occupation and the rise of fascism within Israel. Objectives: To put the issue of the Occupation on the Arab public agenda, mobilizing the Palestinian public in Israel to protest and speak out against the Occupation, initiating activities that boost the connections and solidarity between Palestinians in Israel and Palestinians in the Occupied territories to strengthen the fight against the Occupation beyond political activists and campaigners.	Comment by JJ: Is this the intended meaning here? You have used this terminology previously in this document, and switching to “Arab” here is a bit ambiguous because it could mean “the wider Arab world.”
Activities planned through the end of 2024, for which the grant is requested include: preparing additional educational materials in Arabic – data on the settlements and how they impact Palestinians; holding public meetings; organizing one central seminar day; publishing articles; producing a video; and participating in activities in the West Bank, such as the olive harvest.

· Strengthening ties between Palestinians in Israel and in the West Bank through joint activities.
