This article comprehensively examines three women’swomen's experiences in a kibbutz and how their interactions within this intentional community reflect broader generational and social changes. 
The study’sstudy's findings reveal that the women identified their true anchor not in the ideology or the community itself, but in the interpersonal relationships they formed. The friendships developed through years of shared living as neighbors and community members, including participation in daily communal rituals, became a significant support network within the intentional community. This network provided them with a unique status and served as a role model. The social connections among these women empowered them as individuals, enabling them to pursue personal aspirations even when these diverged from community norms or lacked official approval from kibbutz institutions.
This qualitative study adds to the growing body of empirical researchstudy that integrates Karl Mannheim’sMannheim’s generational theory to analyze social changes and its innovation from a gendered perspective, offering valuable insights into the importance of friendship to the dynamics of social change in intentional communities.
