Terrorism ‘from within’: Strategies, dynamics, decision points, and ideologies in the test of attacks and politics. What stands behind the strategy of terror organisation? What is the secret framework where the struggle between terrorism and those fighting it takes place? Where is the public in all this? And how does this connect to the current terror? 
In the lectures, we will rip off the veil of secrecy that cloaks the activities of the terrorist organisations and we will get to know how decisions are made, the policies of attacks, and the political goals that the organisations set for themselves. 
A special emphasis will be placed on the Islamist, Palestinian organisations and the international ones such as the Front for Global Jihad, al-Qaeda, and others.

Dr. Shimon Carmi








Dr. Shimon Carmi is a researcher of the behavior of terror organizations in strategic decision-making situations. In this framework, he conducts research about the political motives for the activities of the terror organization in different situations, including their entry into peace processes.


Dr. Carmi is an expert on intelligence against terrorism and has personal experience of 20 years in intelligence dealings with various terror organizations.  His operative experience of many years in the intelligence field preventing Palestinian terror, integrated with his current academic research, provides Dr. Carmi with a unique perspective for examining the behavior of terror organizations from within. 


Dr. Carmi lectures about terror in the Israeli defense establishment and its various branches and in training groups about preventing terrorism in Israel and abroad. Out of his own sense of personal duty, Dr. Carmi works to disseminate knowledge about terror also within the community and in the Israeli academia.
