A definition of "shyness" appears at the beginning of the paper. The definition is similar to those appearing in other papers.
Reference to related definitions: a reference to inhibition appears that is related to shyness.
The message that shyness is not something negative appears in the introduction. A reference to positive traits appears at the beginning of the paper. Further, it is emphasized in the introduction that existing societal perceptions should be more inclusive of shy people. This emphasis is also made at the end of the paper.
The term that now appears throughout the paper is "to support" shy students. The word "intervention" remains only in the search terms (so that the paper can be found in search engines).
A reference to the social experience of shy children and to the social problems associated with shyness has been added.
The paragraph relating to shyness in adolescence has been updated.
The negative consequences of shyness in adult life have now been worded more moderately.
Regarding the claim that the paper covers too much, a decision has been taken to abandon the section that deals with cultural aspects (this aspect is deserving of a paper in its own right) and to expand on the other sections of the paper.
The argument regarding the importance of teacher involvement in the support of shy students has been strengthened.
A reference to the empirical evidence of the strategies has been added.
[bookmark: _GoBack]A reference has been added to the text regarding the suitability of the strategies for all students and the benefits involved.
Illustrations have been added to the various strategies, including reference to teachers' statements to students.
A paragraph dealing with peer group support has been added.
· Clarifications have been added to the concepts
· Regarding the criteria for including a paper in the review – in fact the review includes the key researchers in the field
· In the review, emphasis has been placed on being current: the review is based on X papers, X of which were published between...[years]
· The closing paragraph is now worded differently.
