Success stories of educators with students
The educators perceived the problem relating to the student as a lack of the characteristics common to the peer group.
The findings indicate that educators attach great importance to social integration

It is difficult to characterize these students in terms of unique emotional and cognitive characteristics, except that their behavioral indicators are lower than average.
The danger is that an individual who is ignored by their peer group will, over time, come to perceive themselves as irrelevant to the group and the community. This aspect relates to the association between education processes and group belonging.
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Strategies that reflected the inner worlds of the students were reported.
The advantages are that children are more familiar than adults with the accepted norms inherent in social situations, and therefore their suggestions can be helpful. There are documented successes in the literature in implementing this strategy with students.
These changes have hardly been reported.
This aspect is concerning.
Mapping and naming the goals makes it possible to reveal, in the context of socially neglected students, what researchers have dubbed "the invisible hand of the teacher" in influencing social aspects within the classroom.
The three support objectives identified in the study can be introduced into the teacher training process, enabling each trainee teacher to offer additional strategies for each goal.
The distinction between the two constructs should be made clearer to educators. 
The implementation of the support strategies must be examined in practice.
In the case studies, the strategies appear independently. An examination of how they can be combined intelligently to create an intervention process is required.
Three major findings emerged from this study.
Third, educators perceive success in the support process to be linked mainly to the achievement of the third goal. For example, the educators perceived the goal of social integration as the primary element of the intervention process.
Are there parallel processes of neglect between how the peer group perceives socially neglected students and how educators perceive them?
Does this mean that the education system promotes conformity and assimilation among students?
