I did not buy any pictures that were not voluntarily offered to me; if pictures were identified to me as not for sale, I did not even ask about the price. I also had no need to do so, since offers always came in. What happened with Jewish-owned pictures?
According to what I heard, Jewish-owned art in France was confiscated on the basis of a decree, although I never saw that decree. I know that the German ambassador sat at a baroque desk that came from the Rothschild family. I also saw excellent eighteenth-century French drawings, which were likewise supposed to have come from there, in the rooms of the German embassy. I was told that there was a chateau in Paris where Jewish-owned art was collected and from where it was supposed to be distributed to government and Party offices. I never entered this house. I was told that a certain Mr. Lohse, who acted for Göring, was supposed to be in charge of this house. I avoided becoming acquainted with this gentleman and only encountered him once, without my doing anything to arrange it, at an art exhibition.

[bookmark: _GoBack]I always avoided meeting any high-ranking Party members in Paris. I was only once present at a large reception with hundreds of people at the embassy.

That pictures were bought from dealers or private collectors in forced sales, under threats from the Gestapo, was a rumor that I repeatedly encountered, but I never succeeded in establishing any evidence or even a tangible, precise suspicion; otherwise, I would have pursued the matter and informed Professor Voss privately. Nonetheless, I did notice that I did not get to see many pictures that were reserved for other dealers.

I never saw or spoke with any of Professor Voss’s superiors, nor did I deal with them in writing.

It is perhaps of interest that neither Dr. Goepel, who mostly acted for Professor Voss in Holland, nor Dr. Reimer,[footnoteRef:2] Professor Voss’s chief assistant, was in the Party, as many people confirmed to me. [2:  Translator’s note: “Reimer” is corrected by hand from “Reimann.”] 
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
