Dr. Shimon Carmi is a researcher focusing on the behavior of terror organizations in strategic decision-making situations. In this framework, his research deals with the political motives behind the activities of terror organizations in different situations, including their entry into peace processes.


Dr. Carmi is an expert on anti-terror intelligence and has 20 years’ experience in the intelligence struggle against various terror organizations. His years-long operative experience in the intelligence field preventing Palestinian terror, in combination with his current academic research, provides Dr. Carmi with a unique perspective in examining the behavior of terror organizations from within. 


Dr. Carmi lectures about terrorism in the Israeli defense establishment and its various branches and in training groups on terror prevention in Israel and abroad. Out of a sense of personal duty, Dr. Carmi also works to disseminate knowledge about terrorism in the community and in Israeli academia.
