What most interests me most is are the changes in the ways that those these people conducted their lives, and how the manner in which those these changes coalesced into the characteristics features of the modern economy,, like  such as the use reliance onof trust and credit, standardization, and global interconnectivity, among othersother issues. I find tThe economic sphere so fascinatingappeals to me because it deals with some of the most basic and mundane aspects of life, and because therefore economic changes express themselvesare revealed in great changes in people’'s way of lifemode of life.
