Describe Dissertation Topic:
	The title of my dissertation is "The intelligence activity of Hizballah and Hamas against Israel." The research is carried out within the framework of Middle Eastern studies. It seeks to describe and examine the intelligence activities that served as the crucial infrastructure for terrorist operations by two of the main terror organizations that have acted against the State of Israel since the 1980s—Hizballah and Hamas. The premise at the core of this study questions how the field of intelligence in Hizballah and Hamas has developed as an integral component in the struggle against the State of Israel.

As may be presumed, an organization’s intelligence work does not take place in the limelight, but rather in the shadows. Nevertheless, the many years of Hizballah and Hamas’ fight with IDF forces have shed great light on the manner in which these organizations deploy their intelligence efforts. The sources are of various types and from four relevant langueages: Arabic, Hebrew, English, and Persian. Some of the sources are exclusive and will be revealed for the first time in this project.
The research contributes to the field in several ways. First, intelligence is a significant aspect of Hizballah and Hamas’ activities that has thus far been left unaddressed in the literature. Understanding this aspect may shed light on the academic and security discourse on these organizations. Furthermore, Hizballah and Hamas’ intelligence work serves as a model for the manner in which terror/guerrilla organizations activate intelligence against the established state player—a scenario that will be useful both for theoretical work on terrorism and guerrilla organizations as well as in the intelligence field.



Public Service Experience

Describe your qualifications for the Schupf fellowship
(Lectures, religious and secular mediation, group meetings, publications, media)

	During both my military service and my work as a high school teacher, I have emphasized creating real discourse between people from differents worlds. Therefore, during my military service, I developed a program which deals with Israeli social issues, as well as leadership in both military and civilian life. I have the happy privilege of continuing to lecture on these topics at the Intelligence Officers Training Program.
After being released from the IDF, I chose to become a teacher in a secular school. The subjects I teach are History and Civics, both issues that serve as a platform for in-depth dialogue with the students about Jewish identity and Israeli society as well as for developing a culture of respectful communication. Although the school atmosphere was very secular, we succeded in creating bridges through emphasizing what we share in common. 
In my personal life, my wife and I participate in a joint religious and secular group (most of the participants are secular) that meets every Sunday. During the meetings, we play instruments and sing songs together, learn from the stories of Rabbi Nachman of Breslov, and talk about the meaning of our lives as a nation and as individuals.  
I have always tried to find ways to contribute to my homeland and its society and to develop my personal skills, and I am committed to continuing to do so in the future. 




Details of Additional Ideas for Public Service

The goal of the Schupf fellowship is the advancement of research and young leadership, to practice the teachings of the late H'Rav Soleveichik, by fostering the ideal way of life, the fusion of Torah and Science.

How do you think is the best way to achieve these goals?
	In my opinion, the main risk Israeli society faces is maintaining a civil public discourse. It is no secret that Israeli society is made up of people from different cultures and movements, and with different opinions. This leads to an inherent tension between the need to maintain the uniqueness of each element of society and the need to live together as one. The quality of public discourse in recent years, mainly as a result of social media, has sharply declined. In my opinion, is overdue for a change in tone; we should be able to communicate with mutual respect and love. 
What is required is a change of emphasis within the Israeli education system. The desire to excel in one’s studies is clearly important. However, it must be grounded within the development of a rich, ethical world that allows each student to develop their own system of values and to learn how to hold a respectful conversation with people who think differently. This process is taking place today in pre-army Mechina programs, but it needs to begin much earlier. As I mention above, this is the main reason why I chose, following my release from the army, to teach specifically at a secular school. I wanted to try and become part of the bridge which is so needed within Israeli society. We need to talk with those who think differently than us, rarther than about them.
As for the fusion of Torah and science, in my opinion, the best way to educate and make a change is to be the change you want to see—not as empty rhetoric but as a practical mode of action. I believe that the main way to realize this ideal is to encourage individuals who live by it to serve in key positions in every discipline. Just such individuals, without a doubt, have inspired me and served as models for my own life path.

As soon as I entered civilian life, I wrote a thesis-equivalent paper (which I was not able to complete before due to my military duties) prior to beginning my PhD studies.
