Abstract
The present research tests the boundaries of narrative using the dual-vocal methodology, wherein the same narrative text is analyzed through different perspectives by researchers with different academic backgrounds. The first viewpoint is that of the lead researcher; the second is that of an interviewee in a narrative study, an academic who analyzed her self-narrative using the methodological tools of her discipline—text linguistics.
The narrative inquiry conducted by the lead researcher presents a profile of a writer’s behavior and writing space. The study shows that writing is part of the academic’s holistic identity. Writing is a rhizomatic process. The writing environment provides inspiration, and there is a dialectical relationship between the writing space and the writer’s behavior.
The linguistic analysis of the self-narrative produced by the academic interviewee deepens our knowledge of the writing self. At the overt level, the study points to a symbiosis created between the writer and her physical environment during the writing process, as well as interactions with her family and the household pets. At the covert level, it hints at the sensations that emerge during the process of writing and after it.
This self-study is a “study-within-a-study,” which allows the interviewee to investigate her own productions and make her voice heard as an active participant in the research.
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
