 Findings: Only aAmong physical educationP.E. trainees students, self-esteem and perfectionism were found to be positively correlated make a positive and significant contribution with bulimic behavior and explained 30% of the explained variance of bulimic behavior. 
Discussion: Since Physical educationP.E. teachers have the potential to influence on their students in these areas, so interpersonal skills should be developed for them to prevent negative effects on their students.
