Study of the previous exam, Mar. 4, 2020
Technique: T1 sagittal, T1, T2, FLAIR, DW1, SWI axial. After contrast agent MP RAGE and T1 coronal.

Findings:
Stable lt. cerebellopontine rounded meningioma, dimensions approximately 14*16 mm without significant change, causes mild impression on the lt. cerebellopontine angle, without edema.
Small parietal venous angioma in the lt. corona radiata.
Without other focal findings in the brain. 
Without restrictive changes in diffusion. 
Mild-moderate dilation of the subarachnoid spaces in the vertex, more in the posterior parietal location.
Osseous focus undergoes enhancement in the parietal location adjacent to the mid-line, more on the left, at the vertex, without change. 
Remainder of the scan without special findings and without change.
