1. Name of the Project: “Where East Meets West” 
 
2. Name, address and background on the association (including web site). 

The Jerusalem Andalusian Orchestra is a unique and fascinating cultural phenomenon.  Comprised of musicians from three major religions – celebrated soloists playing authentic Arab instruments, graduates of former USSR music academies and Israeli-born creative youths – the orchestra specializes in music originating in the Middle East, Arab countries, Andalusia and the Maghreb.
Representing music of western culture are a full string section, ‘Broadwayesque’ brass section, three-percussionist rhythm section and a ‘hip’ bass guitarist. In the front row, representing music of the East, are seven soloists playing exotic traditional instruments – the qanoun, oud, ney flute, Arabic violin, flamenco guitar, mandolin and banjo.
[bookmark: _GoBack]The orchestra initiates artistic collaborations with vocal soloists representing a broad musical spectrum – from liturgical singers (paytanim) and virtuosos in oriental genres, through pop and rock performers, to opera singers.
Among the orchestra’s international collaborators are Enrico Macias, Yasmin Levy, Ishtar Alabina and the Gypsies, Emil Zrihen, Benjamin Bouzaglo, Maurice el Medioni and Abdesalam Sfiani.
In recent years, the orchestra released two CDs – ‘Home is So Far Away’, in collaboration with the renowned Israeli rock band ‘Knesiat HaSechel’ (The Church of Reason), and ‘Andalusian Love Song’, in collaboration with the legendary Israeli-Spanish guitarist, singer-songwriter, David Broza.
The orchestra’s head conductor and musical director, Mr. Tom Cohen, is an internationally celebrated composer, conductor, arranger and musical producer renowned for his unique ability to convey Arab and North African music to classically trained, western musicians.
The orchestra is based at the Jerusalem Theatre and is supported annually by Israel’s Ministry of Culture and the Jerusalem municipality.

4. Description of the Project (no more than a few sentences):

A concert tour to major cities in Europe featuring a musical program that highlights facets of Israel otherwise neglected in the media. 
The artistic program includes works in Hebrew, Arabic and French that captivate the compelling cooperation between thirty musicians from a variety of backgrounds. Composed by the orchestra’s musical director, Mr. Tom Cohen, the musical arrangements emphasize quality, and the creation of unmediated rapport with a range of listeners. 
The 16-18-day tour will include 8-10 pre-booked concerts in four neighboring European countries such as, France, Belgium, Switzerland and Spain – 2-3 concerts in each. 
 
5. Objectives (two or three main objectives of the project):

The first objective complies with the orchestra’s principle goal: to propagate music, that while of superior quality, does not require prior knowledge or understanding of music to enjoy – classical arrangements and quality performances that tap the emotions, induce joy and tears, contemplation and dance.
The second objective is to present a different image of Israel to the world. Israel appears regularly in the international news in a wide range of negative contexts. Our goal is not to debate or contend, but rather to present other facets of Israeli life – positive, cultural, communal, full of love and appreciation – qualities reflected daily in the orchestra’s musicians and music. 

6. Main guidelines in the implementation of the Project (how the program will be implemented, including timeline):
Execution entails a 12-month planning period including ongoing collaboration with the European venues. Given that the orchestra has produced over a thousand concerts in Israel and abroad, once performance dates are finalized, production objectives will be met with relative ease. The musical program will be formulated immediately including 2-3 soloists, each renown in their field.
Timetable upon project approval:
1. Select and finalize venues for September 2018 in four countries.
2. Finalize suitable artistic program; vocal artists.
3. Finalize tour logistics: plane tickets, hotels, transportation, etc.
4. Conduct 5-6 rehearsals in August 2018.
5. Public relations announcements in venue locations, in collaboration with concert halls beginning April 2018.
6. Concert tour throughout Europe, 2018. 
 7. Success factors (give two to three success factors):
a. Public relations in each location, and the level of media exposure in real-time.
b. Ticket sales and venue occupation.
c. The desire of all involved parties to conduct tours to other European countries.
