Ibn Aknins’ 
Faṣl fī ādāb al-dayyanin (“Chapter on the judges’ good manners”) is a previously unknown work 
on jurisprudence. In this article, I offer the reader a critical edition of the text with an introduction to Ibn Aknin’s work, and an overview of his contemporaries and cultural world. One of the important insights of this article is that Ibn Aknin uses Rabbi Isaac Alfasi’s (the Rif) Sefer ha-Halakhot 
without referencing him explicitly. Unlike modern times, this unattributed bibliographical usage was not considered plagiarism, and instead reflects the norms of quotation in the medieval world of Jewish learning. Not only does Ibn Aknin’s text strengthen our textual comprehension of the ادب  القضاء tradition,  it also sheds light on many discussions on halakhic discourse and opens up a window to Geniza fragments of the Alhambra Decree and the halakhic tradition of that era.
