‘The Road to the Spider Web’: How did Hezbollah's conception of the resilience of Israeli society and the IDF develop during the 1990s?

At On 26 May 2000, delivered Hassan Nasrallah, Hizballah’s Secretary General, delivered a famous speech in which he declared: “this Israel, that owns nuclear weapons and the strongest air force in this region, is more fragile than a spiderweb.”. Nasrallah said these words in agave the victory speech as part of the celebrations for Israel's withdrawal from southern Lebanon, in the town of Bint Jbeil, from which the IDF had left the day before. Nasrallah expressed his and his organization's basic conception of Israel: despite its military might, Israel lacks the social resilience and willpower nevessaryto fight andnecessary to defeat its enemies. This conception was not born in one day, but rather. It gradually took shape over the years ofduring Hizballah's existence, especially during the daily confrontations in the security zone in southern Lebanon during the 1990s. 	Israeli society’s has gradually undergone a process of eroding belief in the justice of IDF soldiers' stay in southern Lebanon has gradually eroded.. On the one hand, the stay does not seem to have achieved its goal,  - tonamely to protect the settlements of northern Israel. Hezbollah has managed to continue its activities and even improve its reative position in the region. On the other hand, the price charged bycost of the stay, first and foremost for the dead and wounded, but also a its heavy economic price toll, has - increased. Three major events in 1997 were the trigger fortriggered a shift from turning public criticism into to a broader movement calling for an exit from Lebanon: First, the helicopter disaster that killed 73 IDF personnel; second, the Saluki disaster that led to the burning of five IDF fighters during an operation, and finally, the failed Anssariya operation in which Hizballah killed eleven 11 Shayetet 13 fighters. As a result, the "Four Mothers" organization, backed by some Knesset members, clearly openly called for a withdrawal from Lebanon. This was even an official election promise of Ehud Barak, that wWho was indeed elected prime minister in 1999, and  fulfilled his promise in in May 2000 fulfilled his promise.[footnoteRef:1] The manner of the withdrawal from Lebanon, which took place in a hurryrapidly and, while abandoneding SLA members who had been Israel's partners for years, was also interpreted by Hezbollah as an act of weakness.[footnoteRef:2]	Comment by Author: And similarly for this addition. Hezbollah operated attempted to do so through a combination of military activity and psychological warfare. His Hezbollah fighters worriers carried out targeted and well-planned attacks on IDF outposts, charging a continuous price from Israelexacting a heavy toll from their Israeli counterparts. 	This research aims to examine hHow did Hezbollah's conception of the resilience of Israeli society and the IDF developed during the 1990s. Three key aspects can be identified regarding Hezbollah's analysis attempts to understand of the IDF and Israeli resilience of Israel and the IDF duringin the 1990s. First, Hizballah examined the willingness of both the Israeli leadership and the Israeli public willingness to face the price of continuingprolonged  the fighting in southern Lebanon. Hizballah traced the Israeli discourse regarding the confrontation in Southern Lebanon, which. This included the influence of its activities and the harm for on Israeli civilians and soldiers, the growing controversy among the political echelon in Israel regarding the continued stay presence in Lebanon, and the public protest in Israeli society for in favor ofthe withdrawal.
	The second aspect considered by Hezbollah is the motivation of IDF commanders and soldiers for fighting in Lebanon, in light of Hezbollah's actions, the many dead and woundednumber of casualties, and the fact that the fighting is in public controversyremained controversial among the Israeli public. Among other things, Hezbollah was interested in the mental state of IDF fighters and the phenomenon of suicides, in the way in which IDF soldiers related to the ongoing fighting, as well as in manifestations of protest and fear.
	The third aspect is the resilience of the SLA South Lebanon Army (SLA) and its relations with Israel and the IDF. As the SLA was Being the Israeli local proxy in Southern Lebanon, Hizballah was examining interested in assessing SLA the SLA’s mood and willingness for to fighting, gaining Iinformation of about the loyalty of SLA members to Israel, and the level of trust between the parties. Hizballah also traced Israeli efforts to empower the SLA’s capabilities and improve its soldier’s professionalismity, Israel's economic investment in what he Hezbollah considered called ‘mercenaries’ and ‘collaborators’, referring to the SLA and Israeli treatment reaction to of the SLA’s crisis as happened after successful Hezbollah attacks that caused many casualties.
	For examining those aspectsAs part of these efforts, Hizballah Hezbollah gathered a lot of information from the open media, mainly Israeli sourcesthe Israeli but also from the Arab and international media. He The organization closely followed the statements of politicians, interviews with IDF commanders and soldiers, and even academic and professional reports. Special attention was paid inThey paid special attention to monitoring responses to successful Hezbollah operations, to examine their impact. This information was constantly collected and analyzed by Hizballah and played a significant role in the way Hezbollah analyzed the struggle in real time.
	This research is based on various sources, most of them in Arabic and some in Hebrew and English. This includes mainly Hizballah’s publications from the 1990’s such as the book series “Ṣafaḥat ʻizz fi kitab al-ummah” published by Hizballah in real-timeduring the conflict, alongside interviews and speeches of Hizballah’s officials. Secondary literature and journalistic sources will be used both toprovide provide necessary background and to present an even more complete picture of the topic. The proposed research makes a significant contribution to understanding Hizballah and the history of its struggle against Israel. Furthermore, this research will make a unique contribution by exploring how a nonstate actor formulates his conceptions regarding of the soft characteristics of its state enemy.
