Notes for Author

The maximum text length the journal allows is strictly 10,000, including the list of references. I have taken this to mean excluding the title page, abstract, and ‘highlights’ document (see later). The initial text was 13,887. Removing appendices and items in the list of references not cited in the text reduced this somewhat. However, I was obliged to make some of the expression more concise, reduce unnecessary adverbials etc, and removed a few isolated examples of repetition. I also had to reduce the number of examples given in a few places. However, this meant that I was able to retain all the substantive points in the main body of the text, with only a few expansive details removed at the margins, and enough evidence remaining, in my opinion, to back each point up. I hope the author recognises that my editing of the prose was done to preserve as much content as possible and that it was not a judgment on the original. The outcome was that I was able to reduce the main body text to 9,972 words. It should, therefore, be borne in mind that any subsequent changes should be more or less “net word neutral”.

The abstract also had to be shortened to meet the journal specification, though this was only by a few words. I also had to reduce the number of “keywords” in line with the specification. The author should, of course, check that this was done appropriately.

I changed the sub-headings to make them simpler and shorter in line with the journal’s preferences. There are a (very) few notes the author needs to address on citations, word choice etc. I would also suggest producing a shorter title for the work in line with the journal’s preference.

[bookmark: _GoBack]The author needs to add her affiliation details, full postal address, and check that the “declaration of interests” is correct, all things required by the journal for submission.

The author will also need to submit, in a separate document, a short ‘highlights’ document in line with the journal’s requirements, the guidance for which is available on page 10 of the submission guide.
