Response to Reviewer #2:
1. As you mention, the discussion of the cultural-social phenomena of obedience and disobedience does indeed apply to ultra-Orthodox and religious communities in Israel; however, it equally applies to secular society, which is why the article analyzes the issue from the point of view of the biblical sources and mostly “ignores” Halakhic discourse. The genealogist assumes as her starting point that the canonical biblical text is a foundational text for the entirety of Israeli society, including secular society since its cultural constructs are built on the religious foundations of this culture. In light of your comment, I emphasized this point in the body of the article.
2. The answer to the question why I purposefully ignored biblical scholarship and based my analysis on the Bible alone as a constitutive cultural and literary text can also be found in section 1 of my response. My research assumes that the biblical text constitutes the foundation of all Jewish culture, as opposed to biblical scholarship or interpretative texts, which do not. The Hebrew Bible gives rise to thought patterns that are central in Judaism and in Jewish secular culture, and in order to deconstruct these patterns, I must deal with the text itself. 
3. I agree that the discussion of Fromm’s contribution to the subject is the most enriching and interesting part of the article and, at your suggestion, I have made sure to devote more attention to this perspective.
