1) Section 3.1 (research participants), p. 7: 
“The participants of this study were 100 Arab-Israeli college students who study at an Islamic college located in Israel, with a population of 95% of female Muslim Arab students who majored in EFL education.”

Query Does the 95% mean A) 95% of students Al-Qasemi Academy are female? B) 95% of students majoring in EFL education are female? C) 95% of your study participants were female?

2) Discussion section, p. 13: 
“The intrinsic motivation stands with a percentage of 88% preservice teachers indicating to it as one of the motivations to be English teachers.… 

Among the 14 items indicated as extrinsic, the participants pointed to 82% of the answers as extrinsic…. 

Participants also indicated items B35 (I was not accepted into my first-choice career) with a ranking of 5-7 in the Likert scale and B48 (I chose teaching as a last resort career) with relatively high ranking (5-6) in the Likert scale, which also undergo under the extrinsic motivations for their career choice. These constitute a large percentage of the subjects under study (76%).”

Query: I’m not totally sure what the percentages relate to. As respondents were asked to rate all items on a Likert scale (across all 3 categories – intrinsic, extrinsic, and altruistic), each item would have had a score. Do you mean, for example, that 88% of respondents gave intrinsic items a particular rating (e.g., 6-7)? Or perhaps you created a ranking index?
