[bookmark: _GoBack]After having defended my doctoral thesis in 2015, which comprised a textual analysis into 2 Maccabees with from a primarily linguistic and stylistic perspective, I have complemented my studies and research activities with instruction at the secondary level. In 2016 I participated in a competition for teachers and achieved the highest results in my native region of Lazio, both in the Italian and Latin class (A011, ex A051) and the Latin and Greek class (A013, ex A052). In this two-year period, (2016-2018), I have written five scholarly texts (four teacher’s editions for the Iannaccone-Carnero textbook of Italian literature and a guide to epic, which is part of an anthology compiled by Giunti-Paravia.)
Teaching and writing have not hindered me from continuing to study and presenting at international conferences which have helped to further my studies of Greek linguistics: in Mainz in 2017 and in Riga in 2018. 
I am currently working on multiple projects: in September, I will present a paper at Cambridge on 2 Maccabees and the origins of Atticism in it at the conference “Beyond Standards: Attic, the Koiné and Atticism”. This paper comprises various reflections drawn from my doctoral thesis regarding the relationship between grammatical codes, authorial inventiveness, and independent lines of development within the language, looking particularly at instances of suffixation, metaphors, and semantic shifts. In this vein, I am interested in the semantic area of pain and the lexical family of ἄλγος, from both a semantic and a stylistic point of view. I have one article on this topic which has been accepted for publication and is forthcoming in a volume of “Trends in Classics,” as well as one which I have just completed. 
Another subject of my current research is the study of anaphoric verba dicendi in literary Greek, intended as a functional element of the aural enjoyment of literature. This stylistic element, already the subject of a brilliant study in Italian by Luca Serianni, has previously given rise to a long tradition of studies in Homeric epic and other genres (see works by M. Cantilena, and most recently the book by Berenice Verhelst on Nonnus of Panopolis). However, I found some originality in the usage of such formulae by later epic authors until the Late Antique period, which deserves a more detailed study compared to those I have collected.
 I would very much like to undertake a period of research and teaching in Cologne for various reasons:
- the possibility of devoting myself to teaching (an aspect of my work from which I have always derived great satisfaction, both in high school and in the course offered to PhD students of Sapienza in the academic year 2014/15);
- the possibility of doing research inspired by attending the seminar and by the professors who teach it;
- the availability of library resources which are more easily accessible than those in Roman libraries;
- not least, my familiarity with Germany and German culture.
   I would also wish to take advantage of the Cologne seminar to deepen my knowledge of pragmatic and cognitive linguistics applied to Greek and other Indo-European languages ​​(especially Slavic languages) and start, where possible, the study of ancient Armenian (Grabar) . I have already attended courses in Indogermanistic studies taught by Prof. Meyer-Brügger, Prof. Koch) during my two semesters spent as an Erasmus student at FU Berlin (2009/10), and I learned the grammar of Russian and Ukrainian.
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
