Entrepreneurship and Technological Invention
2018: Founder and entrepreneur of EyeDecipher (with Prof. Yoram Bonneh). This enterprise aims to reveal concealed information by analyzing tiny and involuntary eye movements presented on the verge of awareness.  The project implements the invention (detailed below) and method that we developed for revealing hidden information (Start Up).
