This resin that was in high demand in the ancient world and becameserved as an export product of the Land of Israel. In For the purposes of thethe course of the study,  resin was produced for the first time in Israel from some eighty trees in at four different geographical sites. Production was carried out based on two models: resin production from the mastic tree (Pistacia lentiscus) as practiced on Chios Island in Greece; and the method of resin production from the Pistacia atlantica Atlantic pistacia in Iraqi Kurdistan, whose products arewhich is still sold throughout the Arab world. The large quantities of resin that we obtained confirm that this is resin production was indeed an industry withthat previously had economic potential and profitability in ancient Israel.y.
