The Information Dark Age focuses on the economic, political, and infrastructural elements political economy of online information environments—their political economy economic, political, and infrastructural elements—which are currently riven by political extremism, mis/disinformation, and conspiracy theories. Although these phenomena are not new, Hannah argues that the election of Donald Trump as the first conspiracy-theorist-in-chief, combined with social media as a prominent public sphere for discussing political issues, has produced a perfect storm for creating and spreadingthe creation and spread of conspiracy theories such as QAnon and the Great Replacement. With the importation of 4chan to the United States in 2003, internet users could now post and organize anonymouslybecame capable of anonymous posting and organizing. These, and such  capacities merged with have combined with a growing reaction against liberal democracy and Enlightenment values, thus fostering to produce  the rise of extremist movements. After Trump’s election,  these movements which  coalesced online , after the election of Trump, into organized far-right political movements online, spreadingwhich spread conspiracy theories from the dark web to mainstream social media platforms such as YouTube, Twitter, and Facebook. Each section of the book focuses on a particular aspect of the Information Dark Age framework, providing context and historical materials accompanied by my originalalongside my particular analysis of these media ecosystems. The book synthesizes contemporary work on the various information challenges facing the United States by comprehensively examiningoffering a comprehensive look at three outstanding major challenges that are now threatening democratic processes and impedinge efforts to develop healthy information systems and that damage democratic processes. The shift from trolling to political organizing is visible in several instances in the post-2016 political discourse, from the Unite the Right rally in Charlottesville to the rise of the Intellectual Dark Web to the extremist conspiracy movement QAnon. This chapter traces a lineage to these latter tendencies from the early theoretical developments by the neoreactionaries during the early 2010s, who advocated the “dark Enlightenment” as an anti-modern political project rejecting Enlightenment values. Chapter 4: Waging Information War
As QAnon rose to prominence after 2017, 4chan and 8chan became hubs for organizing believers known as “anons” into cadres of digital soldiers dedicated to fighting an online war against cultural Marxism, multiculturalism, and liberal orthodoxy. Adapting the notion of information warfare from intelligence agencies, QAnon articulated a set of tactics and resources for waging war against mainstream journalists and political figures in an effort to influenceimpact American political life. With Trump’s election loss, many anons turned to offline organizing and militancy, leading to the January 6th Capitol riot and the attempt to subvert democracy. This chapter will assess the public impact of social media as the predominant space for public discourse in the 21st century. In this final chapter, I assess the contemporary fallout from the information dark age and attempt to predict future challenges to American democracy, global health, and our informational lives. This section assesses the conspiracy seepage from QAnon into efforts to mitigate the COVID-19 pandemic. As public health officials worked to prevent unnecessary deaths through vaccination efforts, online discourse spread conspiracies about vaccination based onwhich derived from misinformation spread by QAnon, and Trump. Such conspiracies continue to plague our public health efforts, reflecting the fact that the information dark age has become a public health crisis.

Bloom, Mia and Moskalenko, Sophia. 2021. Pastels and Pedophiles: Inside the Mind of QAnon. Stanford: Redwood Press.

Pastels and Pedophiles offers insight into the psychological dimensions of online conspiracy theory QAnon, assessing the movements and motivations of particular individuals within the movement. In particular, Bloom and Moskalenko offer some important contributions to scholarship on QAnon through analysis of the seepage of the conspiracy theory into wellness communities and non-profits. My book will also analyze the particular role of a few individuals within the movement who financialized conspiracy theories for personal gain, but my book will contextualize such individuals within a much more capacious discussion of the political economy of conspiracism online. Bloom and Moskalenko’s book mainly focuses on pop psychology and broad discussions of various aspects of conspiracism.

If the reviews are positive and there is evidence to support the need for the project, you will be asked to respond to the reviewers’ comments where needed. 
The next step is for your proposal to be presented to our Publishing Board where it will be reviewed internally. We must have the approval of our Board before we can offer a contract for a new project.
