Screen 2: Instructions

The goal of this study is to understand how people respond to different hypothetical scenarios. In the following pages you will be randomly assigned to read a story and give a judgment. Your answers are entirely anonymous. Please do your best, your answers are important to us.

Screen 3: Scenario 1

You have been randomly assigned to the following hypothetical scenario. Please read carefully and think deeply about your responses. 

Randomly assign either A or B below

Vignette A (Jump) - Imagine that a man called Eitan is standing on a footbridge at night overlooking a truck as it speeds, out of control, down the road. It is clear that the driver is sleepy and out of control. If the truck does not stop it will kill five Jewish Israeli (Palestinian) children playing on the road. Eitan realizes that the only way he can save the children is to jump off the bridge in front of the speeding truck to stop the truck and warn the driver. If he does this, the truck will hit him (the Jewish Israeli man) and he will almost certainly die, but the truck will stop and the five Jewish Israeli (Palestinian) children will be saved.
 
Jump_Self: What do you think Eitan should do?
1 = He should jump off the footbridge to save the children.
0 = He should not jump off the footbridge.
 
Jump_God: What do you think God would approve of more?
1 = Eitan jumps off the footbridge to save the children.
0 = Eitan does not jump off the footbridge.

Vignette B (Switch) - Imagine that a man called Eitan is operating a runaway trolley quickly approaching a fork in the tracks. On the tracks extending to the left is a group of five Jewish Israeli (Palestinian) children playing. On the tracks extending to the right is a single Jewish Israeli railway workman.  If Eitan does nothing the trolley will proceed to the left, causing the deaths of the five Jewish Israeli (Palestinian) children. The only way to avoid the deaths of these children is to hit a switch on his dashboard that will cause the trolley to proceed to the right. This will cause the death of the single workman, but the five Jewish Israeli children will be saved. 

Switch_Self: What do you think Eitan should do? 
1 = He should hit the switch to save the children.
0 = He should not hit the switch.

Switch_God: What do you think God would approve of more? 
1 = Eitan hits the switch to save the children.
0 = Eitan does not hit the switch. 

Screen 4: Scenario 2

Screen 5: Burning Building

Now imagine that a man named Roi is walking somewhere and sees a burning house. A child tells him that there are five Palestinian children, who Roi does not know, trapped inside the burning house. He can save the five Palestinian children but he will almost surely die. 

What do you think Roi should do?
1 = He should go into the burning building to save the children.
0 = He should not go into the burning building.
