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Preventing Surgical Never Events: The Role of Interprofessional Mental Models
This article focuses on interprofessional differences in mental models that lead to divergent understanding of Operating Room ‘Never Events’ among frontline and quality improvement personnel, with implications for the probability of Never Events/quality of care, and for the kind of training necessary to prevent them. Because the findings are especially important to quality of care and because the paper address differences across several professional groups, the journals most likely to be interested would seem to be healthcare quality and management. Below are brief summaries of several potential journals.
