Educated use – refers to educated use of radiation-emitting devices, e.g. distancing phone from body, using headphones.
Digital technology/digital media – using digital devices at school such as tablets, cell phones.
End-user devices – e.g. cell phone, tablets.
BYOD – Bring your own device – a program in schools where every student brings their own device and uses it for learning.
Precautionary principle – a tool to manage health and environmental risks. Applying this principle is done taking reasonable costs in order to minimize the exposure to radiation as much as possible while efficiently and safely using technology.
Health implications – this article examines whether attention is paid to the health aspects of using devices for learning
Ministerial cooperation – partnership between ministries
