My dissertation focused on the early intellectual biography of Alexander Luria and his role in the development of the Vygotsky-Luria circle, also known as the “cultural-historical school” of psychology, and on Luria's contribution to the formation of neuropsychology as a field in the Soviet Union. My latest researchnew project exploresfocuses on the transnational history of Soviet (neuro)psychology, and its dissemination during the Cold War era, primarily in the United Kingdommainly in the UK and North America.
