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Journal Recommendation Report

Israeli Military Nurses’ Wartime Experiences: A Qualitative Study

Shifting the emphasis of this interesting article to highlight its global implications may attract the interest of international nursing journals (by emphasizing how the study findings are relevant not only to military nursing, but to critical care and emergency nursing more generally) and/or of health policy journals (by expanding the manuscript’s policy discussion). Some preliminary suggestions for broadening the audience for this important study are included in edits of the manuscript itself and in “ALE Notes” below. 

In addition, a new title may help to convey the study’s relevance even to those with little or no interest in the Israeli military. For example, to emphasize the broader implications of your study for crisis and emergency nursing, an alternative title might be: Crisis Nursing: A Qualitative Study of Military Nurses’ Wartime Experiences and Their Long-Term Impacts. Similarly, to emphasize the policies that are needed to better support nurses before, during and after wars or other health crises might be: Preparing Nurses to Provide Crisis Care: Implications from a Qualitative Study of Military Nurses’ Wartime Experience and Its Long-Term Impacts. 

Intensive and Critical Care Nursing (ICCN)

About the Journal: This double-blind, peer-reviewed, bi-monthly publication aims to promote excellent care of critically ill patients by providing a forum for international and interdisciplinary communication of research findings, experiences, and ideas. Note especially that ICCN articles “may deal with any part of practice including relevant clinical, research, educational, psychological and technological aspects.”

Special Considerations: ICCN emphasizes that it is an international journal and requests that manuscripts include their global context by using comparative data (where relevant) and by describing in the literature review and discussion “similarities and differences in approach and evidence” at an international level. In addition, when submitting the article, the author must provide three or four bullet points outlining the manuscript’s implications for clinical practice.

Impact Factor: 3.072 

Submission guidelines: Instructions for submission may be found here. Qualitative research studies may contain up to 4000 words. Abstracts must be no more than 250 words.

Journal of Emergency Nursing

About the Journal: This single-blind, peer-reviewed, bi-monthly publication is the official journal of the Emergency Nurses Association (ENA) and is broadly committed to improving health outcomes in all areas of emergency nursing practice.

Impact Factor: 1.836

Submission Guidelines:  Instructions for submission may be found here. Manuscripts may contain up to 3500 words. Abstracts must be no more than 250 words.

ALE Note: In addition to its current call for papers, JEN published two articles in 2020 that indicate its interest in improving nurses’ disaster response preparedness and in the mental health of nurses during the COVID-19 pandemic. Both suggest the possible advantages of framing the manuscript in the broader context of crisis nursing. 





Journal of Transcultural Nursing (JTCN)

About the Journal: This double-blind, peer-reviewed, bi-monthly publication is the official journal of the Transcultural Nursing Society (TCNS) whose mission is “to enhance the quality of culturally congruent, competent, and equitable care that results in improved health and well- being for people worldwide.” JTCN publishes manuscripts related to transcultural nursing (TCN) – a theory of nursing that defines care within a cultural context. 

Special Considerations: Manuscripts must be submitted to one of the following departments: Theory, Research, Education, Clinical Practice, International, and Informational Resources. Depending on the direction of revisions to the manuscript, the department that seem most likely for your manuscript is the Research Department which focuses on studies that expand knowledge of “transcultural nursing and health care as a human science.” This department, in particular, explicitly considers qualitative methodologies. Note that publications in this category require that a letter of approval from a Human Subjects Committee (IRB or Ethics Committee) be submitted together with the manuscript. In addition, the manuscript’s methods section must include a statement regarding the approval by the IRB. 

Impact Factor: 1.959

Submission Guidelines: Instructions may be found here. Page limits: 15 pages. Abstracts must be no more than 150 words. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]ALE Note: As this journal focuses almost entirely on patient care, submission would require revisions that ask readers to turn their observations from patients and their care to those actually providing that care –in other words, to put nurses and their experiences back in the patient care discussion. You could move your argument that nurses are increasingly involved in providing crisis care during natural disasters and other health emergencies to the abstract and the introduction. Since both share characteristics with battlefield nursing, there are lessons to be learned from military nurses about their experiences in war time – not only to understand the short- and long-term impact of these experiences, but also to identify what policies and practices exacerbate and which are protective at reducing nurses’ short- and long-term stress and trauma. 

Similarly, the discussion could argue that your study is unique in exploring the long-term impact on nurses who worked in military field hospitals during wars experienced as many as 65 years ago. Given the current widespread and growing deployment of nurses to provide care during crises, it could conclude with a call for further research to explore whether the themes you discovered are common across cultures and whether the specific policies and practices your research indicates are needed to support nurses before, during and after health crises brought about by disaster, disease or war can be protective across cultural contexts.

International Nursing Review (INR)

About the Journal: This blinded, quarterly, peer-reviewed journal is the official journal of the International Council of Nurses (ICN). It focuses primarily on nursing and health policy issues of relevance to nurses and reflects five key values: flexibility, inclusiveness, partnership, achievement and visionary leadership. 

Special Considerations: Authors are encouraged to identify the relevance of local issues for the global community and to describe their research in one of 10 areas. Two seem most relevant: International and governmental developments that affect nursing and healthcare; and (2) Changes needed in nursing curricula to practice in future healthcare environments.

Submissions should include country-specific background information on health care and nursing in order to provide context for global readers and should “identify the relevance of local issues for the global community.”  In addition, authors should describe the policy relevance of the research among the following list of policy concerns of interest to INR: regulation of the profession, workplace issues, innovations in practice, patient safety, quality improvement education, ethics, nurses’ and midwives’ work-life experiences, and the impact of globalization and technology on nursing and health and social policy.

Submission Guidelines: Instructions may be found here.  Page limits for qualitative papers: between 4000-5500 words, including abstracts and references, which may include no more than 40 references. 

Israeli Journal of Health Policy Research (IJHPR)

About the Journal: IJHPR is the monthly, single-blind, peer-reviewed publication of The Israel National Institute for Health Policy Research. It aims to contribute to the development of all aspects of health and health policy by encouraging research and interactions among scholars and practitioners in Israel and other countries.   

Special Considerations: IJHPR is primarily interested in studies that either focus entirely on Israel or that focus on Israel as part of a cross-national study. The journal requires that the background section of the manuscript provide information about “the most relevant elements of the Israeli health system context.” 

Impact Factor: 2.385 

Submission Guidelines: Instructions for submission may be found here. Manuscripts may contain up to 5,000 words. Abstract must be no more than 350 words. Each article accepted for publication requires payment of a significant article-processing charge, although there are exceptions (particularly for articles that are “clearly relevant to the Israeli health care system”).

ALE Note: Revising the manuscript for IJHPR could build on your 2020 publication in that journal. An expanded policy focus could address the training and deployment of military nurses during the 1956 war and continuing to the present with the goal of identifying needed policies and practices supportive of nurses before, during and after war.
