Class Presentation
For every topics studied in this course, you will give a presentation of an academic article. The article should be  an up-to-date elaboration of the basic topic being studied in the class—such as an  empirical study, a theoretical development, development of a practical tool, or an application of the topic being studied. The article will be presented in front of the class.  
[bookmark: _GoBack]Goal: Studying, broadening, deepening, and being updated on each of the topics in the course.
General Instructions:
1. Presentations will be prepared in groups of 3 students (final number will be set based on number of students enrolled in the course).
2. Presentations will be given at the end of each class (beginning with the fourth class). Confirm the exact presentation date with me.
3. Presentations should be no longer than 15 minutes.
4. Your presentation should include the purpose of the article, and its main points. You may present your own opinion of the article’s contents, as well as new insights or critique. You should include a short activity, dilemma or topic to discuss with the class. 
5. Thought should be given to the method of presentation to the class. The presentation must be structured, clear and focused, but at the same time, interesting, attractive, colorful and captivating. To this end, various audiovisual tools should be used, such as Power Point presentations, video clips, short exercises, and any other method of conveying your point in a unique manner.
6. On the date of your presentation, the article, slides of the presentation, and a 1-2 page summary of your main points should be submitted to the instructor. A summary of the presentation should be distributed to the class.
In general, the presentations will begin from the fourth class meeting, according to the following order. Follow updates and be in touch with me regarding the exact date.
