Objectives 
To examine physical therapy practice and physiotherapist's professionalism of physical therapy in a non -medical settings.
1. To map the clinical and organizational challenges and opportunities among pediatric physiotherapists working in education system.
2. To identify and compare the perception of physical therapy practice as perceived by physiotherapists, children with motor impairments, and the physicians who refer the children to PT intervention. 
3. To describe the pediatric PT's professionalism, training, and professional development, of pediatric PT's practicing at the education system.
