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[bookmark: _GoBack]In the first half on the 13th- century, Judah Ben Solomon ha-Cohen of Toledo wrote an encyclopedic composition entitled Midrash ha-Ḥokhmah. The treatise, which was originally written in Arabic, was translated ininto Hebrew by its author in 1247, while Judah resided\settled in Lombardy at the court of Frederick II (the Arabic version is now, unfortunately, lost). Midrash ha-Ḥokhmah offers a systematic presentation of Aristotelian natural science,; Euclidian mathematics,; and Ptolemaic astronomy and astrology,; alongside biblical and Talmudic commentaries. With regard toIn its astronomical and astrological sections, the work offers closely paraphrases of Ptolemy's Almagest (Books I-IX);, Al-Biṭrûjî's Principles of Astronomy;, and Ptolemy's Tetrabiblos. The goals of my research are twofoldcan be divided into two. First, I would aimseek to examine Judah's use of the Almagest. With the assistance ofUsing the Ptolemaeus Arabus et Latinus' digital collection of Arabic manuscripts, I seek towill first clarify which Arabic translation of the Almagest was used by Judah infor the composition ofcomposing the astronomical section of Midrash ha-Ḥokhmah.; tThen, I will attemptask to evaluate Judah's modus opperandi in summarizing the Almagest: Does Judah's abbreviation summary faithfully follow Ptolemy's Almagest?  Does Judah clarify Ptolemaic astronomy in his own words? Does he incorporate into the astronomical section of Midrash ha-Ḥokhmah his own opinions and insights, as he does in the astrological section? Why does his highly technical summary (which often includes the Almagest's geometrical explanations and; its geometrical diagrams,; and descriptions of Ptolemy's astronomical tables) lack of the astronomical tables themselves, as well as of Ptolemy's star -catalogue and books X-XII of the Almagest? I will also examine investigate in which cases and for what purposes does Judah uses the critical remarks of Andalusian astronomers such as Al-Biṭrûjî, Jābir ibn Aflaḥ, Al-Zarqāllu, and the otherwise unknown David ibn Naḥmias.? My second goal concerns with Judah's Hebrew terminology. Judah was by no means the first to express articulate Ptolemaic astronomy in Hebrew. Three Jewish scholars had preceded him in coining Hebrew astronomical vocabularyThree Jewish scholars had produced Hebrew astronomical vocabulary before Judah translated his Midrash ha-Ḥokhmah: Abraham Bar Ḥiyya,; Abraham Ibn Ezra, and Jacob Anatoli. Although Judah was familiar with the terminology of Ibn Ezra's and Tibbonian Ibn Tibbonterms (as he oftenfrequently integratinges them into his treatise), he also created his own unique scientific terminology, using different various strategies including such as transliterations of the Arabic original. Nevertheless, Judah was inconsistent in his terminological usage, sometimes using two different terms for denotingto refer to [to?] the same thing. During my fellowship I intend to create a glossary devoted toof Judah's astronomical and technical terms,; examine why Judah was inconsistent with his terminological usage,; and study what was his strategy\methodology infor\in creating new scientific vocabulary.
