Sapir on Screen – Summary of 2016
CILECT – The world organization of schools of cinema and television has officially accepted the Sapir School of Audio and Visual Arts. The organization encompasses over 60 study institutes from 6 continents, including world-wide leading schools in the field.

BERLINALE – Rotem Murat’s film, Winds Junction, was screened in the shorts competition of the legendary Berlin Film Festival. 

IDFA – This year, the most significant and important documentary film festival chose to screen two films of the Sapir School of Audio and Visual Arts: My Friend Yaniv by Ma’ayan Schwartz, and Turn over the Stones by Nir Dvorchin. A delegation of film creators took part in the festival’s events.
Quinzaine des Réalisateurs – This is the second year of cooperation with the program “Two Weeks of Directors” of the Cannes Festival. This year, director Anurag Kashyap was hosted here, with his film Psycho Raman 0.2, as well as program curator Ann Delest, and Dominique Welinski with a collection of short films from South Africa.

FIPA – A delegation from the Sapir School of Audio and Visual Arts was in Biarritz, on the Atlantic shores, to participate in a meeting of cinema schools from all over the world, during the French Festival of Visual Media. The following films were screened there: One Night in Jaffa by Raz Bar David Varon, Russian Face by Tamar Rachkovski, Labyrinth by David Rinliv, Holot by the documentary animation workshop, and Laila by Luna Matar.
LISTAPAD – At the Minsk International Film Festival this year, the Cinema Schools program chose to screen a program of Sapir documentary films: Holot by the documentary animation workshop, My Friend Yaniv by Ma’ayan Schwartz, and Turn over the Stones by Nir Dvorchin - all well-received.

The Haifa International Film Festival – In the Shorts Competition, five films from Sapir were screened: Labour by Moshe Yohananov, Yearning by Michal Hajaj, Roach by Yonatan Hashiloni, The Elevator by Miri Dohikian and Tal Ben Atia, Next Year in Jerusalem by Yonatan Berkovitch.
ZINEBI – Cherry – Cerise, by Hila Amir, was screened in the Shorts Competition of the Bilbao Festival in Spain.

Encounters – Signs by Talia Sabato, which won the Animation Award at the 2015 Cinema South Film Festival, was screened at the prestigious Shorts Festival in Bristol, Britain.

Toronto Film Week – Nation’s Legacy of Severance, by Zohar Melnik Ezra, won first prize for the best experimental film in the Toronto Film Week. Melnik Ezra studies in the Cinema Production and Theory Track of Sapir’s MFA program. 
2016 Documentary Film Competition – Graduate Roman Shamonov and his film The Babylon Dreamers won the First Film Award in the competition initiated by the Forum of Documentary Creators. Doron Tsabari and his film The Silver Platter won the Television Documentary Project Award. Films My Friend Yaniv by Ma’ayan Schwartz and To Die or Conquer the Mountain by Idan Stravinchki participated in the Student Category of the competition. 
INTERFILM – The Berlin Shorts Festival screened And Love Me by graduate Ariel Tamir. The film was also screened at festivals in Brazil, Holland, Puerto Rico, and Spain. 

Des Libertés – Holot, by students of the documentary animation workshop, was screened at the Brussels Festival, Belgium in October. 

REANIMANIA – Bear Hug by Doli Drori and Adi Greenberg was chosen for the Animation Film Festival in Yerevan, Armenia, and screened there in October. 

Asif – Lecturer Daniela Sherer won the Gross Award for Excellence at the annual event of Israeli animation. Lecturer Adik Mitgartz won first prize in the category of children films. The student competition screened Bear Hug by Doli Drori and Adi Greenberg, and Roach by Yonatan Hashiloni which won honorary mention, after having won first prize in the Animation Category at the Cinema South Film Festival.

TLV Students –The International Student Film Festival in Tel Aviv screened the films Insight by Elad Eisen, Gil Laron and Shahar Madmon, and Winds Junction by Rotem Murat.
Visionale – Five films of the school were chosen for a cinema event in Frankfurt in November: Nyosha by Liran Kapel and Yael Dekel, Gezeme by Miri Dohikian, Second World War Third Generation by Elad Eisen, Gil Laron and Shahar Madmon, Laila by Luna Matar, Heftzi Gets Screwed by Tzlil Bendrihem, and Refection by Shai Rilski. Roni Reinhartz, coordinator of final projects, participated in a special panel on Cinema in War Zones, with her film Poison. 
Wolves Independent - Russian Face by Tamar Rachkovski won the Short Documentary Award at the Indie Film Festival in Lithuania. 

DocAviv - Graduate Roman Shamonov and his film Babylon Dreamers won the First Film Award, and Sashka by Yana Lerner won second prize in the Student Film Competition in Tel Aviv in May. 
Jahorina – The Window by Rivkatal Faine was screened at the International Film Festival in Bosnia.

CAYFILM - Russian Face by Tamar Rachkovski was screened at the Caribbean Caymen Islands Film Festival. 

F.A.M.E.’US – Mahatzita by Yael Rosen, of the Television Track, won the bronze medal at the International Festival in Hollywood, California. 

Mexico JFF de Cine Judio – Longing by Nadav Mishali was screened at the Festival of Jewish Cinema in Mexico. 

Bizzare Art & Erotic - Russian Face by Tamar Rachkovski was screened at this unique film festival in Barcelona, Spain. 
Kinemastik - Winds Junction by Rotem Murat was screened at the Shorts Film Festival in Malta.
EIFF – Transparent (Shkufa) by Rom Sadeh was screened at the International Film Festival in Ekuhuleni, South Africa. 
Winds Junction by Rotem Murat was screened at the Modern Art Festival in Moscow.

One Country One - The Window by Rivkatal Faine was screened at the International Film Festival in France.
WJFF – Animation film Etoile by Liat Raviv, Lee Ben Weiss and Nitzan Lahav was screened in the Jewish Cinema Festival in Washington DC. 

SDJFF - The Window by Rivkatal Faine was screened at the Jewish Cinema Festival in San Diego.
