The positive aspects related to the inner world of shy people.

This paper focusses on the challenges faced by shy students and on supporting them within the school framework.

In conclusion, shyness is characterized by a motivational conflict: on the one hand, there is a desire to approach others, and on the other, an inhibition to do so. This conflict, which is likely due to temperament, is accompanied by a high level of self-awareness and feelings of worry and discomfort in social situations.
